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Myanmar army interrogates 4 suspects involved in Rakhine riot

NAYPYITAW (Eleven Media Group/ ANN) - Four Myanmarese soldiers were killed and

one was injured in Tuesday’s riot.

The Myanmar Defence Services, also known as the Tatmadaw, are investigating four suspects
detained following a riot that broke out on Tuesday in Maungdaw Township, Rakhine State,
according to a report by Myanma Radio and Television. Four soldiers were killed and one

was injured in Tuesday’s riot.

The Tatmadaw has also detained two people who are suspected of being involved in

another attack on border outposts in Maungdaw in the early hours of Sunday morning.

In another recent incident, while Tatmadaw soldiers searched Taungpaing Nyar Village on
October 10, eight villagers attacked them with swords, according to official sources. Seven of

the alleged attackers were killed by the Tatmadaw forces.

On the same day, two assailants who stole weapons from the Kyeekan Pyin Outpost were

arrested in Maungnama Ahale Village.

According to an announcement released by the President’s Office on Facebook, a group of
Tatmadaw soldiers were attacked by around 300 ‘Bengali’ men. Four soldiers and one

attacker were killed.

Today, one Border Guard Forces officer was injured in another riot, and two weapons were

stolen by rioters.
