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Government anti-corruption action should be publicised: MP

If the sovernment puts all its energies into the fight against corruption one day earlier, that
will benefit Myanmar one day earlier, said Lower House MP Dr Than Win, a member of the

ruling National League for Democracy, in an interview with Daily Eleven.

“Such anti-corruption efforts should also be publicised,” he added.

The MP previously submitted a motion to parliament urging the Union government to take
effective action to significantly reduce corruption across the country. The proposal was

approved without objection.

"The Lower House approved my proposal, and no MP objected. But until now, there has
been no response or information [on how corruption reduction will be carried out]. | haven’t
heard anything from the government. We don't know whether the government is doing it or
not," said MP Dr Than Win.

"As far as | know, a proposal must be sent to the president if it is approved by parliament,"
he said.

Myanmar was ranked 147 out of 168 countries in the 2015 edition of Transparency
International's Corruption Perceptions Index. Denmark was ranked first, followed by New
Zealand, Finland, Sweden and Norway. Among Asean countries, Myanmar and Cambodia are
considered the most corrupt countries.

Mya Win, chairperson of the Anti-Corruption Commission, said in parliament that to fight
corruption in a more effective manner, some provisions of the Anti-Corruption Law must be

amended and supplemented.

Zaw Htay, the deputy director general and spokesperson for the President's Office, said such

a proposal must be welcomed and that it is essential that the government deal with it.

He added that there have been some cases of anti-corruption action and that they would be

publicised.
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
