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500 men deployed to Maungdaw schools

The Rakhine State Education Department has assigned over 540 primary school

teachers, aged under 35, to serve at schools on the Maungdaw border.

The new teachers would be given military training if needed, the authorities said.

The teachers arrived in Maungdaw on January 14 where the Rakhine education

administrator, Aung Kyaw Tun, gave a speech.

Maungdaw education chief Ohn Myint said: “It is necessary to use male, not

female, teachers."

Aung Kyaw Tun said 288 teachers were in Maungdaw Township while the

remaining 253 were in Rathaedaung Township.

A total of 283 female teachers at Maungdaw district schools were allowed to

transfer on December 26, with most leaving the border zone.

Currently, there are more than 2,600 teachers serving in Maungdaw District, most

of whom are female.
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
