New school uniform law is coming to help parents save hundreds each term

The cost of sending back to school each year just seems to grow and grow. When you
have to buy trousers, shirts, jumpers, blazers, special sports kits and more with the school's
logo on, along with all the other stationery and bits that are needed for the school year, it can

really add up quickly.

Parents currently spend an average of £337 on uniform for each child at secondary

school, and £315 for kids at primary school, according to The Children’s Society.

But parents could now save hundreds of pounds on the cost of their children's school
uniforms. A new law will see schools told to keep branded items to a minimum, meaning

parents can hunt out the bargains in the supermarkets.

The Education (Guidance about Costs of School Uniforms) Bill has just been given Royal
Assent. The legislation is expected to come into force in two moths time. It will apply to all
relevant schools such as academies, maintained schools, non-maintained special schools and
pupil referral units,. Branded items must be kept to a minimum and schools will also need to

avoid specifying expensive items of clothing.

As well as branded items being kept to a minimum, schools will have to show they
have obtained the best value for money in their clothing contracts and avoid single supplier

contracts.
