Brunei Darussalam

STATEMENT BY LEADERS OF THE DELEGATION OF AIPA MEMBER
PARLIAMENTS

Brunei Darussalam

In his statement, H.E. Pehin Dato Isa bin Ibrahim, Speaker of Legislative Council of Brunei
Darussalam stressed that ASEAN’s major concerns has shifted from security dominated matters
to socio-economic matters, especially on narrowing development gaps. Given the socio-
economic disparities in the region, he highlighted the role of parliamentarians in ensuring future
aspirations of ASEAN through their active engagement and consultations with all stakeholders at
the local, regional and international levels. He lauded AIPA’s continuing efforts in accelerating
ASEAN Community building and making it a truly people-centered community. He expressed
support to the 35" AIPA’s theme, and emphasized that this year’s theme is a continuous
reflection of the need to strengthen collaborative efforts and actions by AIPA Member Countries
in order to keep pace with the challenges and developments in ASEAN. The theme further
signifies the important role of AIPA in the process of ASEAN’s integration. He also assured the



continued commitment and support of the Legislative Council of Brunei Darussalam towards the
establishment of the ASEAN Community building.

Cambodia

In his statement, Samdech Akka Moha Ponhea Chakrei Heng Samrin, President of the National
Assembly of the Kingdom of Cambodia stated that strengthening roles of AIPA and
parliamentary cooperation is a crucial factor to accelerate the achievement of building ASEAN
Community by 2015 and beyond.

He further stated that a strong legal and institutional framework, promotion of a culture of

meetings at the ASEAN Summit and AIPA General Assembly and other concerned meetings
with specific and focused agenda to be discussed, as well as encouraging the AIPA Secretariat to
strengthen and promote its institutional capacity and human resources in order to assist AIPA on
supporting the realization of the ASEAN Community.

Indonesia

In his statement, H.E. Dr. Pramono Anung Wibowo, Deputy Speaker of the House of
Representative of Indonesia, stated that Indonesia find the theme of this 35™ AIPA General
Assembly, “Strengthening Parliamentary Cooperation in the ASEAN Community Building”,
befitting as the ASEAN Member States are heading toward ASEAN Community in 2015. It is
not an easy task to realize South East Asia that is peaceful, stable, secure, and prosper. As 2015
is fast approaching, AIPA has to become aware of the significant challenges ahead. He
emphasized that AIPA must seek the involvement and participation of the entire stakeholders,
including all parliaments in the region, to realize the common aspiration of the people of
ASEAN. AIPA need to continue raising public awareness on the presence of ASEAN as well as
public participation, including civil society groups. In terms of politics and security, with new
security threats, AIPA shall acknowledge the importance of having to implement regulations that
would effectively serve to impede growing radicalization of religious practices among societies,
due to the fallacy in interpreting religious teachings. With regards to developments in political
and security affairs, all agree that a new common threat has emerged due to the activities of ISIS’
supporters in this region, although the radical movement originated in another region.

On behalf of Indonesia, he also expressed appreciation to AIPA Member Parliaments for their
support on the candidacy of a Member of the Indonesian House of Representatives for the Inter-
Parliamentary union (IPU) Presidency. The support reflects the ASEAN spirit of solidarity and
commitment to support each other’s candidatures in international fora. Furthermore, this 35™
General Assembly in Laos concurs with the end of term of office of the current Indonesian



Parliament. Indonesia expressed its sincere appreciation for the cooperation with parliament
members in ASEAN for the past five years. The close cooperation between the Indonesian
House of Representatives and AIPA Member States, and with the Secretariat General of AIPA
shall continue under the new parliament’s term of office.

Lao People’s Democratic Republic

In his statement, H.E. Dr. Xaysomphone Phomvihane, Vice-President of the National Assembly
of the Lao PDR and Leader of Lao Delegation, stated the 35" AIPA General Assembly is taking
place following the successful conclusion of the 47" ASEAN Ministerial Meeting in August
2014 in Nay Pyi Taw, Myanmar. This year is the second time the National Assembly of the Lao
PDR has the honour to host the AIPA General Assembly after the same meeting was held in
2005. He further stated that the ASEAN Community will bring the people closer in active unity
and cohesiveness among the Member States of ASEAN. The region will become one large single
market, capable of attracting more investors and tourists alike, and competing with other regions,
building on and enhancing the strengths and comparative advantage of each member state to
ensure more efficiency and effectiveness. However, he mentioned that there are still several
limitations and challenges that need to be addressed, particularly the differences in the level of
economic development among member countries in terms of infrastructure, human resources and
legal frameworks, so as to ensure that ASEAN member states can absorb the benefits of free
competitions, and free flow of goods and services, and labour and capital.

Malaysia

In his statement, H.E. Datuk Ronald Kiandee, Deputy Speaker of the House of the
Representatives of Malaysia, thanked AIPA member parliaments for their sympathy and support
in the MH17 tragedies. He further stated that in 37 years, AIPA has increased its membership to
10 nations and observers to 12 nations. It enhanced understanding and tolerance among member
states in areas such as political security and trade, resolving crisis through consensus and mutual
respect. He emphasized the need for ASEAN Political Security Community, ASEAN Economic
Community and ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community to ensure a peaceful, secure and
harmonious environment, the rule of law, good governance, human rights and fundamental
freedom as well as transparent and predictable business environment. AIPA could play a part in
achieving these. He also stressed that it is imperative that AIPA remained inclusive and
maintained parliamentary democracy, accountability, ministerial responsibilities, parliamentary
privileges and the success of respective parliaments nationally and regionally.

Myanmar

The Myanmar delegation headed by H.E. U Thura Shwe Mann, Speaker of the Pyidaungsu
Hluttaw (the Union Assembly of Myanmar) attended the 35" ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary
Assembly (AIPA) in Vientiane, Lao PDR from 14 to 17 September, 2014, and made a statement
at the first plenary session. In his speech, he focused on the fact that all the AIPA delegations
gathered there to reiterate their commitments for a goal of the ASEAN community in a timely
manner. The first ever ASEAN Summit in Myanmar was successfully held in May. During the
summit, AIPA delegations and ASEAN Heads of State met, and the AIPA delegations suggested
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the strengthening of the ASEAN-AIPA partnership through intensive dialogues and
consultations. Myanmar attached importance of the success of the Chairmanship and the building
of ASEAN community. The successive General Assemblies have adopted more than 700
resolutions on political, economic, social, organizational matters as well as WAIPA, which the
AIPA national secretariats of the AIPA member parliaments have to implement.

Philippines

In his statement, H.E. Mr. Giorgidi B. Aggabao, Deputy Speaker of the House of Representatives
of the Philippines, stated that the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) will become a reality by
2015. To achieve the goals of this integration, there must be solidarity and cooperation among
the members, given the enormous tasks and benefits ahead. With a market of 600 million people
and combined GDP of USS$3 trillion, the AEC could become a formidable force in the global
economy. The role of ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary Assembly (AIPA) in the integration process
is essential in providing a venue for dialogue towards a common reform agenda. While regional
trade facilitation has been robust, there have been some delays in the ratification of the signed
ASEAN-wide agreements and their alignments with national domestic laws. The AIPA member
nations can help ease these political economy constraints and pave the way for their effective
resolution.

To foster the desired AEC environment, it is imperative that key regional reforms must be
pursued. There is a need to promote a culture of fair competition by creating a level playing field
for firms and businesses. Towards this end, the Philippines should consider relaxing the
economic restrictions of its constitution to increase foreign equity in key economic sectors.
And more importantly, it is key to firm up regional commitment to expedite the resolution to
recent threats to the political stability and security of the ASEAN community. With these
reforms, it is expected that the gap between policy and implementation will be narrowed down
and the region’s investment climate be improved considerably.

Singapore

In her statement, H.E. Madame Halimah Yacob, Speaker of Singapore Parliament, stated that
ASEAN Member States are now approaching a milestone in the evolution of ASEAN, as they
work together towards realizing an ASEAN Community by December 2015. They have come a
long way since 1967 and ASEAN remains pivotal in promoting regional cooperation, peace and
stability in the region. This will continue to ensure that the Southeast Asian countries can focus
their efforts on economic development.

She further stated that in light of the progress made, ASEAN Member States have set their sights
on greater regional economic integration, while ensuring that the region remains open and
inclusive. She also noted that Singapore share a similar theme for this year’s AIPA General
Assembly “Strengthening Parliamentary Cooperation in the ASEAN Community Building”. As
the only regional forum for ASEAN Parliamentarians, AIPA can play an important role in
generating greater grassroots awareness of ASEAN and its community-building efforts as well as
channeling inputs from our constituents to our national governments and ASEAN.
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Thailand

In his speech, H.E. Mr. Peerasak Porjit, Second Vice President of the National Legislative
Assembly of Thailand outlined the political situation in the country started from the unrest
situation which could lead into public disorder, threatening national security and safety.
Therefore, the country must be controlled by the National Council for Peace and Order (NCPO)
in order to cease the situation. Then the NCPO launched the 3-phased Roadmap to maintain
peace and order followed by comprehensive reforms to move forward the country into the
sustainable progress and will finally move the country towards a fully functioning and
sustainable democracy with His Majesty the King as Head of State. As a result, he stated that the
overall situation in Thailand has dramatically improved. People returned to their normal life
activities, and businesses are operating normally. According to the latest poll, most of Thai
people are pleased with the work of the NCPO.

In addition, he truly believed that, even in a transitional period, Thailand will steadily progress in
a positive direction, formulating effective policies and their implementation, to ensure a benefit
for the people. He also assured that the Thai National Legislative Assembly will participate in all
activities under the AIPA framework in order to promote AIPA as an active and leading
legislative regional institution in supporting the establishment of the ASEAN Community in
2015.

Viet Nam

In his speech at the First Plenary Session of the 35™ AIPA General Assembly, H.E. Mr. Nguyen
Sinh Hung conveyed his warmest greetings to the General Assembly and his gratitude to the host
National Assembly of Laos for their thorough preparation, the warm and enthusiastic reception
extended to the delegation. He noted with satisfaction the achievements of ASEAN member
states and the central role of ASEAN in realizing ASEAN Community by 2015 and the Post-
2015 Vision.

He urged AIPA to expand cooperation mechanisms between ASEAN and external partners to
promptly and efficiently respond to emerging non-traditional challenges relating to environment,
water resources, climate change, natural disasters, epidemics, energy security, food security,
maritime security, and aviation security, etc. Finally, he emphasized that Viet Nam National
Assembly is committed to continuing with practical and effective contributions to the joint
efforts to enhance the role of AIPA in building and developing the ASEAN Community of
peace, stability, cooperation and prosperity.

STATEMENT BY LEADERS OF OBSERVER PARLIAMENTS DELEGATION

Australia

In his statement, Hon. Dr. Dennis Jensen MP, leader of Australian Delegation stated that
throughout these 40 years, Australia’s commitment to ASEAN and its contribution to peace and
prosperity has been repeatedly emphasized. The new level of cooperation is underlined by the
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fact that Australia appointed its first resident Ambassador to ASEAN in 2013. Ambassador
Simon Merrifield now actively promotes Australia—ASEAN relations in Jakarta.

He further stated that Australia is looking forward to the continuing evolution of regional
cooperation, in which ASEAN has played such a crucial role, and have been glad to see some
recent developments. In the past decade Australia has needed to expand its cooperation to oppose
terrorism. Australia has provided technical assistance and capacity-building activities to ASEAN
member states through regional training centres. Australia is also supporting ASEAN’s ambition
to achieve the ‘ASEAN Economic Community’ by 2015. As cooperation between Australia and
ASEAN continues, relation between the people of Australia and ASEAN also being expanded
and deepened.

Belarus

In his statement, Hon. Mr. Vitaly Busko, Head of Belarus Delegation, stated that last year, Laos
accepted an important and responsible mission of the presidency of AIPA. Its main message
“Strengthening Parliamentary Cooperation in the ASEAN Community building”, emphasizing
that on this basis, the priorities in the work of the parliamentarians in the field of political
security, social and economic spheres were identified.

In achieving common goals, mutual cooperation of the ASEAN countries and their interaction
with observers and other integration associations are important complementary developments. In
the parliamentary field, it is the participation in AIPA. It is increasingly becoming a necessity for
Belarus because it opens up new opportunities to work with partners in order to achieve
economic and political goals, the implementation of which, without AIPA and without close ties
and cooperation with its members would have been impossible.

China

In his statement, Hon. Mr. Chi Wanchun, Leader of Chinese Delegation, stated that NPC
acknowledged that AIPA serves as an important link among ASEAN member states to
strengthen communication and contacts, an important platform to seek common development
and deepen cooperation in the region, also an important part for the construction of ASEAN
Community. As a friendly neighbor, China is happy to see that ASEAN has made extraordinary
achievement in the community construction and integration process. Political mutual trust has
been enhanced, economic and cooperation has achieved good results and interest links has been
closer between China and ASEAN. China firmly supports the growth of ASEAN, supports the
building of ASEAN Community and support the central position of ASEAN in the regional
cooperation. China is willing to join ASEAN in deepening political mutual trust, strengthening
pragmatic cooperation, building closer destiny community and open a new chapter of China-
ASEAN strategic partnership.

China is making efforts to build a moderately prosperous society in all aspects, to build a
socialist modern society which is strong, democratic, civilized and harmonious and realizing the
great rejuvenation of the Chinese Dream. China may not develop without the world’s peace and
development, and China’s development serves the interests of the world peace and development.
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China will unswervingly stick to the track of peace and development in the guidance of the
principles of peaceful coexistence, and will engage friendly cooperation with countries in the
world and will shoulder more international responsibilities. China will stick to the principle to be
good neighbors and be partnered with neighbors to stay in harmony, safety and prosperity and
will implement the diplomatic idea of closeness, sincerity, benefit and tolerance. As recognition
and mutual trust are the foundation and prerequisite for deep friendship and cooperation, China
is willing to continue the exchanges, coordination and cooperation with AIPA.

India

In his statement, Hon. Mr. Shri Rajen Gohain, Leader of Indian Delegation, stated that India
supports the centrality of ASEAN and its role as the driving force of both economic and security
structures and institutions of this region. India has a Strategic Partnership with the ASEAN in the
regular high level and constructive dialogue between respective leaders and Ministers. India
shares the vision of a peaceful, prosperous and resurgent Asia which contributes to and promotes
global peace and security. India shares with ASEAN common concerns, particularly the
maritime security, and the need to maintain freedom of navigation and is also keen to synergize
the efforts with that of ASEAN to address global threats such as terrorism and piracy, and non-
traditional threats such as trans-national crimes, cyber-security problems, pandemic diseases,
natural disasters, etc.

India has strengthened collaboration across the three pillars of political-security, economic and
socio-cultural cooperation with ASEAN and has always supported ASEAN centrality in the
regional architectures both political-security and economic. It is in this spirit that the ASEAN-
India Free Trade Agreement in Goods was signed in August 2009. The Agreement on Trade in
Services & Investments was signed by the Trade Ministers recently that concluded ASEAN-
India Economic Ministers’ Meeting in Myanmar in August this year. With the Free Trade
Agreements in place, it is hoped that trade between ASEAN-India will increase from $76.73
billion in 2013 to $100 billion by the year 2015. India has the pleasure to announce that the
showpiece of ASEAN-India partnership, Nalanda University, which has been set up in the state
of Bihar in India, is offering from this Fall, courses to ASEAN post-graduate students, in two
Departments; the School of Historical Studies and the School of Ecology & Environment
Studies.

Japan

In his statement, Hon. Mr. Simpei Matsushita MP, Leader of the Japanese Delegation
mentioning three topics: (i) Japan’s support for building the ASEAN Community by 2015, (i)
cooperation on disaster prevention, (iii) regional peace and stability. With regard to the ASEAN
Community building, he expressed Japan’s profound respect for the ASEAN’s efforts in
enhancing regional economic integration. It will contribute to the building of the ASEAN
Community by supporting stronger connectivity in the region.

He emphasized that free and open seas are public good, and the stability of the sea-lanes must be

safeguarded. He stressed that maintaining the stability of the waters of the South China Sea has a
direct impact on the interests of not only the countries involved but also the entire international

community. He further stated that it is essential to have regional peace and stability for the
establishment of the ASEAN community. Japan highly valued the ASEAN consensus for
formulating a legally binding code at an early date, as specified in the Nay Pyi Taw Declaration
and in the Joint Statement of the ASEAN Foreign Ministers Meeting. Japan welcomed the start
of consultation between ASEAN and China toward an early conclusion of a code of conduct as
stated in the Chair’s Statement of the ASEAN Regional Forum (ARF) Ministerial Meeting.

Republic of Korea

In his statement, Hon. Mr. Kim Jung-rok, Leader of Korean delegation, stated that the year 2014
is very special in ASEAN-ROK relations. It marks the 25 anniversary of the Dialogue
Partnership and the Korean National Assembly launched the Korea-ASEAN Forum earlier this
year that further strengthen inter-parliamentary relations between the ASEAN Member States
and Korea. It gives a tremendous pleasure to address the significant occasion, which will support
the establishment of the ASEAN Community from the parliamentary perspective.

He reiterated that parliaments have a very important role to play in promoting sustainable
development not just in Korea and ASEAN but also in the entire East Asia and beyond. The
National Assembly of Korea will continue to provide strong support for the fulfillment of the
enormous potential of Korea and ASEAN and for the implementation of diverse cooperation
programs both at public and private levels.

Russian Federation

In her statement, H.E. Mrs. Valentina Matvienko, Speaker of the Council of Federation of the
Russian Federation, stated that ASEAN is one of the most respected and influential international
organisation and is the platform for promoting peace and stability in the region. ASEAN is a
bright example of a successful regional integration. She also mentioned that there will be soon
achieved an AIPA-supported ambitious goal of creating an ASEAN common market-ASEAN
Community.

Russia Federation attaches special importance to a new ASEAN’s conception of “regional inter-
connectiveness” which open up great prospects for cooperation in developing transport and
energy infrastructures in Asia-Pacific. High level of interaction between Russia and ASEAN
member states and its prospects is the demonstration of the necessity to further strengthen and
develop parliamentary contacts among other things.

Timor Leste

In his statement, H.E. Mr. Vicente da Silva Guterres, President of the National Parliament of
Timor-Leste stated that Timor Leste was accepted as an Observer Member in the 34th AIPA
Assembly in Bandar Seri Begawan, Brunei Darussalam in 2013, and the Parliament of Timor
Leste was very honoured to address the AIPA General Assembly. Timor Leste has been
achieving great progress in the economic, social and political areas since the restoration of
independence in 2002, with an average economic growth of 11.5% in the last five years.
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He noted that Timor-Leste currently chairs the Community of Portuguese Speaking Countries
(CPLP) and the National Parliament has chaired the Parliamentary Assembly of CPLP in 2011-
2013. Within the South-South cooperation framework, Timor-Leste has had a fundamental role
in the assistance to Guinea-Bissau in re-establishing the democratic order and supported the
electoral process in that country. Being accepted as an Observer Member of AIPA is a reason of
pride for Timor-Leste and henceforth Timor Leste wish to have a more active participation in the
Southeast Asia region as they are eager to cooperate with AIPA, and hopefully to join ASEAN in
a short-time.

Statement by Deputy Secretary-General of ASEAN

17.  The Secretary-General of ASEAN, represented by H.E Dr. Achmad Kurnia Prawira
Mochtan, Deputy Secretary-General of ASEAN for Community and Corporate Affairs delivered
a statement and the text of his statement is attached as Annex I.

In his statement, H.E. Dr. Achmad Kurnia Prawira Mochtan stated that in December 2015,
ASEAN will emerge and present itself as a Community. However, ASEAN Community building
is not an event. It is a continuing process—akin to a marathon without a finishing line. As such,
the community building efforts must be continued and cannot afford to slack or be complacent.

The realization of an ASEAN Community 2015, and its post-2015 vision, is a gargantuan task
for all stakeholders in the region. As such, ASEAN would require strong partnerships with all
parties concerned, and this includes the AIPA as the representatives of the people of ASEAN.

The Chairman’s Statement of the 24th ASEAN Summit recognizes the contribution of the AIPA
and it looks forward to the outcome of this 35th General Assembly. During the Interface with the
Leaders, the AIPA has also offered to collaborate further with ASEAN in supporting the
realization of the ASEAN Community by 2015 by harmonizing member states’ legal
frameworks, and building common conduct standards by promulgating domestic laws in line
with ASEAN agreements and commitments.

Such commitment and involvement by the AIPA in the ASEAN community building processes
are welcomed and timely. The task at hand for ASEAN-AIPA is to translate this intent into
tangible actions and cooperation activities. It is wished that cooperation activities should be
easily visible to the peoples so they can appreciate better the symbiotic relationship and
contributions by the AIPA toward the ASEAN community building processes.

One example is accentuating the name of ASEAN in relevant AIPA activities. As it is known,
discussions relating to ASEAN affairs in AIPA member parliaments are taken up by a committee
broadly referred to as “International Affairs” or “External Relations” Committee, or something
similar to that. For a consideration by AIPA, perhaps the name “ASEAN” may be injected to the
nomenclature of the said committee so it may read as “ASEAN and International Affairs
Committee” or “ASEAN and External Affairs Committee.” This will help making the ASEAN’s
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name to stand out, and hence giving ease to the people to follow deliberations on ASEAN
matters at respective parliaments.

Another idea for closer cooperation and partnership is joint activities between the AIPA
Secretariat and the ASEAN Secretariat. At the eve of the ASEAN Community, there remains
great need for awareness building. Co-located in Jakarta, it would be practical and cost effective
for both Secretariats to join hands for greater public awareness drives and thereby enhances the
preparations of the peoples toward the ASEAN Community. On that note, ASEAN Secretariat
looks forward to having a continuous exchange and productive relations with the AIPA.

The Committee recommended ASEAN Member States to ensure strong political support
for entrepreneurship education, consider the mobilization of new appropriate funds for
further strengthening entrepreneurs’ skills for CLMV (Cambodia, Lao PDR, Myanmar
and Viet Nam) countries, support the development of entrepreneurship-based curriculum
in education systems, support young dynamic entrepreneurs, prioritize the support of
women’s entrepreneurial development, provide access to financial sources and consider
the establishment of the ASEAN SME Regional Development Fund and ASEAN SMEs
Service Centre. The Committee agreed on the proposed draft resolution with some
amendments.

Committee on Social Matters

The Committee on Social Matters was chaired by Hon. Prof. Dr. Phonethep Pholsena as
Chairperson, and Hon. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Bounpong Keorodom as Rapporteur.

The Committee discussed and approved 5 draft resolutions for adoption by the General
Assembly:

The Committee agreed to adopt the draft resolution without any amendment.
Resolution on the Formation of Technical Working Group (TWG)

The Committee agreed to adopt the draft resolution on the Formation of the Technical
Working Group, noting that the discussion on the formation of the Technical Working
Groupf of the AIFOCOM is deferred to the next General Assembly.

Committee on Organizational Matters

The Committee on Organizational Matters was chaired over by Hon. Prof. Davone
Vangvichith as Chairperson, and Hon. Ms. Suanesavanh Vignaket as Rapporteur.

The Committee discussed 13 draft Resolutions and approved 12 draft resolutions for
adoption by the General Assembly:

Report of the AIPA-ASEAN Interface
at the 24th ASEAN Summit
NayPyiTaw, Myanmar
10-11 May 2014

Introduction

The AIPA-ASEAN Interface was conducted with cordiality during the ASEAN Summit.
The Interface was well attended by the Speakers/Presidents of AIPA member
parliaments and Heads of Government/State of ASEAN member states. The AIPA-
ASEAN Interface was first held in 2009 in Cha-am, Thailand in 2009 at the 16th ASEAN
Summit as an informal meeting, since then the AIPA-ASEAN Interface has been organized by the
host country of the ASEAN Summit with exception during the 22nd ASEAN Summit.

Purpose

The AIPA-ASEAN Interface aims to provide an avenue for Heads of state/government of ASEAN
to trade ideas with Speakers/Presidents of parliaments of ASEAN member states assembled in
the ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary Assembly (AIPA). ASEAN as commonly referred to as the
executive body while AIPA as legislative spent some moments to discuss regional issues and
matters deemed important to the interest of all ASEAN member states. Although the Interface at
all Summit is ranked as informal and runs for 45 minutes in average, this event is viewed as an
acknowledgement of the AIPA’s role in supporting ASEAN to achieve it goals.

Pre Interface Meeting

Preceeding to the AIPA-ASEAN Interface, the AIPA Delegation invited to the Summit hold a
preparatory meeting to draft and finalize an AIPA Message to be delivered by President of AIPA
at the Interface. The AIPA Preparatory Meeting is usually held a day prior to the Interface.

The Report consists of 2 parts;

e The AIPA Preparatory Meeting
e Meeting between Heads of State/Government of ASEAN and Speakers/
Presidents of AIPA member parliaments (the Interface)

L The AIPA Preparatory Meeting
During the preparatory meeting AIPA delegation members discussed the initial draft of

the AIPA Message prepared by the AIPA Secretariat. The meeting which took place at
Hotel Royal Ace, NayPyiTaw discussed the contents of the draft message placing



emphasizes on AIPA vision/perpective on its relation with ASEAN, especially the
challenges and development in the region.

1. Welcoming Speech by H.E. Speaker U Thura Shwe Mann
(Speaker of Pyidaungsu Hluttaw) -

On Saturday, 10 May 2012 at 09.00 hrs, H.E. Speaker U Thura Shwe Mann opened and
welcomed AIPA delegation attending the 24th ASEAN Summit. In his welcoming
speeech, he warmly welcomed all distinguished parliamentary delegation. He further
added this is for the first time Myanmar hosting the Chairmanship of ASEAN Summit
and impressed this as a vital importance for Myanmar. Hence no efforts were spared to
ensure the success of the event under its chairmanship. Speaker U Thura Shwe Mann
traced the history of its membership into AIPA and IPU. He also emphasized the
challenges faced by Myanmar Parliament to enact laws in line with the present political,
economic and social reforms in Myanmar. So far, Myanmar Parliament has reviewed,
cancelled, amended and enacted 98 laws during the 3 years tenure of the Hluttaw. The
general election will be sometimes at the end of 2015. Furthermore he said the ASEAN-
AIPA relationship needs to be enhanced with focus for the ASEAN leaders to increase
relationship with the ASEAN Parliaments, and to strengthen relationship between the

Opening,

In her opening speech as President of AIPA and Chairperson of the meeting, H.E. Mdm.
Pany Yathotou expressed her sincere congratulations to Speaker of the Union Assembly
and Pyithu Hluttaw, the Government and people of the Republic of the Union of
Myanmar for the hosting and the excellent arrangements made for the 24th ASEAN
Summit, and the Meeting between ASEAN Leaders and AIPA. She also thanked the
Assembly of the Union of Myanmar for organizing the AIPA Preparatory Meeting.

She said the Interface between ASEAN Leaders and AIPA is now a precedent, and that
the preparatory meeting is to discuss issues to be raised at the Meeting with ASEAN
Leaders in the efforts to enhance meaningful relationship between ASEAN and AIPA, as
we move toward the establishment of the ASEAN Community at the end of 2015.

AIPA member parliaments have contributed significantly to set the direction for ASEAN
and the implementation of ASEAN initiatives in connection with the daily life of the
peoples of the ASEAN region. As the ASEAN region moves toward greater integration,
the role of AIPA has become ever more important in considering the direction and
policies that will be most beneficial to the peoples of ASEAN. AIPA’s role is recognized in
the ASEAN Charter under Chapter V on Entities Associated with ASEAN. The ASEAN
Charter has been implemented for almost 5 years, however the question about the
mandate and role of AIPA in the ASEAN framework is still of a great interest to many.
Though AIPA delegations and ASEAN Leaders have met many times, both sides have not
had detailed or comprehensive discussion, and there has been no review of whether the
outcomes of each interface has been materialized.



She suggested, with a period of over one year remaining until the establishment of the
ASEAN Community, it is now timely for AIPA to review the implementation of the
ASEAN Charter and the role of AIPA in ASEAN, with the purpose of ensuring that it is in
line with the ever changing environment.

Secretary General of AIPA was tasked by the President of AIPA to moderate the meeting
in incorporating comments and inputs from delegations to finalize the message. (full
text of the speech attached as Annex C)

3. Discussion on the draft of the AIPA Message
Moderator : Secretary General of AIPA, Hon. P.0. Ram

The initial drafting of the message was prepared by the AIPA Secretariat, incorporating
inputs from the drafts received from; Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar, the Philippines,
Singapore, Thailand and VietNam previous to the preparatory meeting in NayPyiTaw.

The first paragraph was an expression of thanks and gratitude to Pyidaungsu Hluttaw
and H.E. Speaker U Thura Shwe Mann and Myanmar in general, for hosting the ASEAN
Summit, and the well thoughtful theme “Moving Forward in Unity to a Peaceful and
Prosperous Community” that reflects the aspiration of the peoples of ASEAN.

Discussions over the contents/substances, grammatical and wording of the concept
dominated throughout the morning session. Some important issues of special concern
in the region especially matters relating to security were raised and thoroughly
deliberated. There were comments on the content of the amended draft, and the
secretariat was tasked to edit and finalize and circulated the draft message to all Heads
of delegation. The final message was endorsed and handed over to President of AIPA.

Closing,

In conclusion to the preparatory meeting, President of AIPA as Chairperson of the
meeting commented on the reached agreement on the issues to be raised at the
Interface, that AIPA has worked together in the spirit of friendship and on the basis of
consensus in line with the ASEAN way. She thanked the delegations for their
constructive contributions. She said at this critical juncture as ASEAN moves toward
forming an ASEAN Community, AIPA will propose to ASEAN Leaders to consider
formalizing AIPA-ASEAN meeting into a regular formal meeting between the two
entities, to ensure appropriate participation of AIPA representatives in relevant
important ASEAN meetings, to enhance collaboration between Governments and
Parliaments of ASEAN Member States, and between AIPA Secretariat and ASEAN
Secretariat.

She also encouraged Heads of AIPA Delegations to make or add comments at the
Interface, and to bring the message to their respective parliaments. The meeting was
closed with a note of thanks from AIPA President. She also thanked AIPA Secretariat for
their part in making the meeting a great success. (full text of the speech is attached as

II. AIPA-ASEAN Interface

AIPA-ASEAN Meeting took place on Sunday, 11 May 2014 at the Myanmar International
Covention Centre (Sapphire Hall).



The meeting resumed at 15.00 and ended at 15.45 hrs.

Welcoming Speech by H.E. President U Thein Sein, President of the Republic of the
Union of Myanmar and Chairman of ASEAN

H.E. President U Thein Sein, President of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar and
Chairman of ASEAN welcomed AIPA delegation. On behalf of the ASEAN Leaders, he
extended his warmest welcome to all ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary Assembly
representatives. He expressed his recognition for the role of AIPA representatives as
law makers in their respective National Parliaments and for their contribution towards
the establishment of ASEAN Community. Although ASEAN is an inter-governmental
organization, it is gradually transforming towards a people-oriented organization
through the establishment of ASEAN Community.

He said that the Interface is aimed at exchanging views among the participants in the
establishment of ASEAN Community, and for the representatives to play their respective
roles. In this way, the ASEAN Community will become a dynamic regional organization
with the participation of all stake holders. Furthermore, he wished to see the meeting
not only as a name sake meeting, but a meeting that will yield many follow-up actions.
He hoped that to realise this objective, a lot of interactive discussions will take place.

President of AIPA delivered the AIPA Message before the ASEAN Leaders

The Message that emphasizing on the 3 ASEAN pillars convey the AIPA’s perspectives
referring to resolutions adopted at the AIPA meetings, particularly on harmonizing
member states’ legal frameworks. With concern on security challenges in the region,
ASEAN is encouraged to enhance regional solidarity with greater respect for the rule of
law, and AIPA strongly supports efforts for peaceful solution to disputes and to move
towards the early conclusion of the Code of Conduct in the South China Sea.

Cooperation between AIPA and ASEAN is important to achieve their common goals, so is
relationship and cooperation between AIPA Secretariat and ASEAN Secretariat that
require constant meeting and consultation to discuss resolutions adopted by AIPA and
agreements adopted by ASEAN.

It is encouraged for AIPA and ASEAN to strengthen intensive dialogue and formalize the
informal meeting into regular meeting, to allow for more AIPA involvement in the
meaningful appropriate ASEAN meetings and to ensure participation and ownership in
ASEAN policies and other matters of common interest. (full text of the Message is

Discussion was chaired by H.E. President U Thein Sein/Chirman of ASEAN, within the
limited time. Here are remarks/comments made by Heads of Government/State of the
ASEAN member states

President of the Republic of Indonesia, H.E. Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono;



e Towards the establishment of the ASEAN Community in 2015, and with some
perception that ASEAN only matters to the government and its elite, larger
involvement of the peoples of ASEAN is key to achieve a truly people-centered
ASEAN

e Leaders of AIPA and ASEAN need to enhance their cooperation. ASEAN is now
concerned on economic matters, while in the past it was dominated by issues
over regional security. At present and in the future ASEAN should reach its goals
to become a people to people community.

e Relationship and cooperation between executives and legislative in ASEAN is
significant to the success of the goals set by ASEAN.

Prime Minister of Lao PDR, H.E. Thongsing Thammavong;

e He said AIPA and ASEAN should look beyond 2015. He commented on the
importance to implement the agreements adopted by ASEAN into national laws.

o AIPA represents the peoples of ASEAN, therefore it should work closely with
governments especially on the three pillars, also to support cooperation between
ASEAN and its external partners.

Prime Minister of VietNam H.E. Nguyen Tan Dung;

He shared views made by H.E. President Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono

AIPA plays important role to implement ASEAN agreement into national laws
AIPA’s approach is people-centered approach

ASEAN development post 2015 and how AIPA involves it self in the process
VietNam supports regular communication/meeting between ASEAN and AIPA
AIPA supports ASEAN integration. The AEC is vital and in line with its goals
AIPA can contribute to enhance cooperation in training, revising national laws,
conducting feasibility studies, raising awareness including increasing
cooperation with the governments. .
e VietNam is in dispute with China over maritime disputes with the activities of
China’s oil drilling in the area. Deployment of China’s force is viewed as
violation to VietNam territorial integrity, and VietNam has exercised its efforts
to reach to China for an extensive negotiation.

Closing,

President of the Union of Myanmar H.E. U Thein Sein concluded the meeting by taking
note of the discussions. He said they will analyse the aspirations expressed by the
representatives of AIPA and work on necessary actions. He believed AIPA will
contribute towards the establishment of the ASEAN Community as well as to the
adoption of ASEAN visions. He thanked and hoped to meet with AIPA at the next
meeting. With that he declared the meeting closed.

The AIPA-ASEAN Interface was smoothly organized. The organization and arrangement
of the 24th ASEAN Summit including the AIPA Prepratory Meeting was excellent.

The Committee meeting in the traditional ASEAN Spirit of Peace, Friendship, Unity and
Cooperation has approved resolutions on the following topics:

A. Fostering Green Growth Development Strategy in ASEAN

The Committee noted that given the negative impact on the environment at a global and
regional level, ASEAN countries share the common vision on the necessity to shift from a
quantitative to a qualitative growth approach.

Qualitative economic growth must be related to the sustainability of natural resource
development, reducing the negative effects of climate change, maintaining land fertility,
ensuring food security, energy and the balance and sustainability of environment and
biodiversity. Qualitative growth also means to ensure social inclusion, empowering the poor
and marginalized groups, providing them with equal access to all aspects of life. Only with
qualitative growth, we may ensure ecological sustainability and social equity. This is the
essence of the green growth concept.

In addition, low carbon, resilient economic growth could be a possible solution to ensure a
sustainable ASEAN Community.

Mindful of the existing global framework on climate change, considering ASEAN’s recent
efforts on promoting a common legally binding agreement on green growth, the committee thus
recommended the following:

1) ASEAN Member States to develop national green growth strategies, including:

i. Developing green policies, promoting green investment in sectors of finance,
industries, agriculture, forestry, energy, transportation, infrastructure, etc. ;
ii. Implementing a sustainable management system for natural resources,
biodiversity and environment protection;
iii. Focusing on the reduction of emissions in key socio-economic sectors.
ASEAN Member States to promote regional partnership on renewable energy and low-
carbon market-oriented solutions, considering the establishment of an ASEAN Green
Growth Centre to facilitate and coordinate regional efforts;
AIPA Member Parliaments to develop relevant policies, a comprehensive legal
framework and coordination mechanism on the protection and management of natural
resources, attracting the private sector’s participation in greening economic growth;
ASEAN Member States to assist CLMV countries to adopt climate-friendly
technologies to ensure sustainable, effective and efficient uses of materials and natural
resources.
ASEAN Member States to promote partnership, science and knowledge-sharing among
the diverse group of international and regional organizations, including development
partners, to develop a green growth strategy.

Promoting the Development of Entrepreneurship in the process of Narrowing the
Development Gap in ASEAN

The Committee recognized the regional efforts in narrowing development gap as part of the
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) building. Entrepreneurs are key actors for socio-
economic development and thus, building strong and skilled ASEAN entrepreneurs and AEC
cooperation for entrepreneurship development will help to effectively narrow the development

gap.

While the transformation of economic structures from natural resource based to knowledge-

based economy is the critical challenge in ASEAN, human resource development, including

ASEAN entrepreneurs, has become one of the key solutions. The existing gaps i.e. in political
support, financial capacity and accessibility, incentive policies for young entrepreneurs and
women entrepreneurs and limited regional cooperation have impacted on the entrepreneurship
development in ASEAN.

The Committee thus recommended ASEAN Member States:

to ensure strong political support for entrepreneurship education;

to effectively utilize the existing funds in ASEAN and to consider the mobilization of
new appropriate funds for further strengthening entrepreneurs’ skills for CLMV
countries;

to further support the development and possible standardization of entrepreneurship-
based curriculum in education system;

to support young dynamic entrepreneurs and to prioritize the support of women’s
entrepreneurial development, promoting gender specific training programs;

to support the networking and closer cooperation amongst national chamber of
commerce and industry in ASEAN;



vi. to support the establishment of the ASEAN SME Regional Development Fund and
ASEAN SMEs Service Centre.

vii. To intensify the cooperation in all economic aspects, especially for the CLMV countries
to benefit from the integration of the 12 priority sectors and from the 8 Mutual
Recognition Arrangements services sectors.

2) The Committee also asked AIPA Member Parliaments to create an enabling policy and
legal framework to attract all relevant stakeholders, including development partners to
participate in entrepreneurship education for the purpose of narrowing development gap
in the region.

The Committee approved two resolutions concerning all issues discussed in the committee

Acknowledging that ensuring green growth and sustainable development is one of the
crucial challenges in the establishment and development of ASEAN Community;

Referring to the Bangkok Resolution on ASEAN Environmental Cooperation on 12
ASEAN Ministerial Meeting on Environment, 26" September 2012;



Noting the “Doha Climate Gateway” aimed at advancing the implementation of the
United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) and its Kyoto Protocol;

Taking into account the concept of the green economy from the 2012 United Nations
Conference on Sustainable Development 20 years after the landmark summit in Rio de Janeiro
in 1992;

Acknowledging the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCCC) and the importance to come to a new legally binding agreement at the Conference
of Paris in 2015 and the Aichi targets of the United Nations Convention on Biological Diversity
(UNCBD);

Hereby resolves to:

Call on AIPA Member Parliaments to - develop green growth strategies as a means of
achieving sustainable and inclusive development, designing and implementing policies and
legal frameworks to support qualitative economic growth, social inclusion, low-carbon
emissions and clean and green technologies, green investment, greening sectoral policies such
as agriculture, energy, infrastructure as well as the financial sector;

Urge ASEAN Member States to cooperate with each other to enhance energy security,
accessibility and sustainability for the ASEAN Region through the implementation of the
current “ASEAN Plan of Action for Energy Cooperation 2010-2015 towards a Cleaner, more
Efficient and Sustainable ASEAN Energy Community”;

Recommend ASEAN Member States to develop green policies and to enforce laws in
the agriculture and the forestry sectors by promoting afforestation and reforestation and
sustainable forest management to maintain land fertility and water resources as well as the
boosting of sustainable land management protecting the investment rights and land use rights of
the holders to ensure food security and forest based livelihood in the region;

Encourage ASEAN Member States to implement sustainable systems of management,
exploitation, use, development and protection of natural resources to ensure the balance and
sustainability of biodiversity, socio-economic development and environmental protection;

Call on ASEAN Member States to promote a regional partnership on renewable and
efficient energy, supporting low-carbon cities, low-carbon emission transport systems and
carbon trade schemes;

Urge ASEAN Member States to work towards the reduction of carbon emissions in key
sectors, including energy supply, industries, transportation, waste management, construction
and building management, township, agriculture and forestry to ensure that natural resources
continue providing for our well-being;



Recommend ASEAN Member States to consider the establishment of an ASEAN
Green Growth Centre to provide information and joint research, particularly on clean and green
technologies and promote the awareness raising of the people in the region;

Encourage AIPA Member Parliaments to create an enabling policy and legal
framework to attract private sector participation in the green growth strategy such as
investment and fiscal policies;

Call on AIPA Member Parliaments and ASEAN Member States to develop a
comprehensive legal framework, enforcement of laws and coordination mechanism on the
protection and management of natural resources, particularly on the boundary areas and trans-
boundary issues, to ensure their efficient and sustainable use;

Urge ASEAN Member States to be aware that the green growth strategy requires old
ASEAN Member States to assist new ASEAN Member States in sciences and advance climate-
friendly technologies to ensure the sustainable, effective and efficient use of the material and
natural resources;

Call on ASEAN Member States to strongly promote partnership and knowledge-
sharing among the diverse group of international and regional organizations to develop green
growth strategy.

Hereby resolves to:

Call on ASEAN Member States to reaffirm that the transformation of economic
structures from a natural resource based economy to a knowledge-based economy is the critical
challenge in ASEAN. To overcome these challenges, human resource development,
particularly building the entrepreneur’s capacity and capability are key factors;

Urge ASEAN Member States to take advantage of ASEAN Free Trade Area Agreement
and to emphasize that changing realities within a globalized economy require entrepreneurs to
enhance their knowledge and skills to be prepared for global competition; skilled entrepreneurs

will effectively support narrowing the development gap and support wealth creation in
ASEAN;

Call on ASEAN Member States to ensure strong political support for entrepreneurship
education, developing a coherent program involving all relevant stakeholders and in various
levels of education;

Further Urge ASEAN Member States to intensify the cooperation in all economic
aspects especially the CLMV countries to benefit from the integration of the 12 priority sectors
and from the 8 Mutual Recognition Arrangements services sectors;

Support the ASEAN Strategic Action Plan for SME Development, particularly capacity
building for entrepreneurs such as financial and markets accessibility, appropriate and climate-
friendly technologies and business management capacity;

Call upon ASEAN Member States to further support the IAI Work Plan II, for
Narrowing the Development Gap within ASEAN, particularly training for CLMV countries
entrepreneurial skills and knowledge in order to strengthen entrepreneurs making their business
more sustainable, innovative, dynamic and competitive;

Encourage ASEAN Member States to ensure the effective utilization of the existing
funds and consider creating and mobilizing new appropriate funds for further strengthening
entrepreneurs’ skills for CLMV countries in the process of narrowing development gap;

Recommend ASEAN Member States to further support the development and possible
standardization of entrepreneurship-based curriculum in educational systems, especially in the
dual educational system to develop the skills of prospective entrepreneurs in ASEAN;

Urge AIPA Member Parliaments to create an enabling policy and legal framework to
attract all relevant stakeholders, including development partners participating in
entrepreneurship education which will take into account its specific elements;



Call on ASEAN Member States to support the young dynamic entrepreneurs to reap
opportunities from the economic growth in the region, globalization, and from the acceleration
of technological change;

Encourage ASEAN Member States to prioritize the support of women’s entrepreneurial
development, promote gender specific training programs to improve women’s entrepreneurial
skills, provide access to financial assistance, empower women and develop society in the
region;

3. The Committee was held in the traditional ASEAN spirit of friendship, unity and
cooperation, and the committee discussed the Agenda Items which have been approved by
the First Plenary 35™ AIPA General Assembly, consisting of Five Draft Resolutions as
follows:

a. Strengthening Co-operation among AIPA Member Parliaments on Ebola Virus
Disease (EVD).

The resolution concerns the outbreak of EVD, which has become a Public Health
Emergency of International Concern. Recognizing the humanitarian consequences
and negative impacts, ASEAN Member States have set up their preparedness plans
and activities to respond to this outbreak in a timely manner. It is therefore
imperative to implement this resolution effectively. The main aim is to enhance the
oversight role of AIPA Parliamentarians in strengthening the prevention and control
of EVD including cross border transmission.

Some amendments regarding the use of relevant terminology were made to the draft
resolution. The committee unanimously agreed with this resolution.

b. Enhancing Legislative Co-operation among AIPA Member Parliaments on
Prevention and Control of Non-Communicable Diseases

Chronic, non-communicable diseases are the number one cause of death and
disability in the world. The vision of all ASEAN citizens leading healthy life styles
in line with their values, beliefs and cultures in an enabling environment by 2020 is
an achievable goal.

The Committee also made amendments to the draft resolution to be reflective of
ASEAN diversity. The Committee has adopted the resolution unanimously.



c. Strengthening Parliamentary Roles in Developing Vocational Education and
Skilled Labour for the Integration of ASEAN Labour Market;

Skilled Labour among the young ASEAN population requires narrowing the gaps
among ASEAN Member States by enhancing Technical Vocational Education and
Training (TVET). The effective implementation of this resolution will help us
promote and facilitate the exchange of best practices and feasible cooperation
schemes between respective authorities and institutions of ASEAN Member States
to develop a strong skilled labour market for the future ASEAN single market.

The Committee has agreed to modify the said resolution which aimed to provide
equal opportunities for all labourers, in particular for the young workforce of
ASEAN within the ASEAN single market.

Some amendments were made to the draft resolution to reach the consensus of all
members. The Committee has unanimously agreed with the resolution.

d. The Adoption of The Report of The 11" AIPA Fact Finding Committee
(AIFOCOM) to Combat the Drug Menace;

Recognizing the challenges of drug issues, ASEAN leaders had their second
informal Summit in 1997 embracing the idea of a “Southeast Asia free of illicit
drugs, free of their production, processing, trafficking and use”.

The Committee agreed to adopt the Resolution on the Report of 11™ AIPA Fact
Finding Committee (AIFOCOM) to Combat the Drug Menace approved at the
Landmark Mekong Riverside Hotel in Vientiane, Lao PDR on 12"-16" May 2014
without any amendment.

e. Formation of Technical Working Group (TWG)

The committee discussed and exchanged views on the status of the Establishment of
the Technical Working Group (TWG) of AIFOCOM. Since there is no consensus
for TWG to meet at the agreed location once a year, The Committee agreed to raise
this matter at the next AIFOCOM meeting which will be held in Malaysia.

The Committee agreed to adopt the draft resolution on the Formation of the
Technical Working Group (TWG) of AIFOCOM.

4.  The Committee approved five draft resolutions to be forwarded for adoption in the
Second Plenary Session.

Request ASEAN Member States to activate their national disaster/emergency
management mechanisms, and establish an emergency operation centre to
coordinate support between all partners and ensure efficient and effective
implementation and monitoring of comprehensive EVD control measures;



Acknowledge and welcome the leading role of the World Health Organization and
any kinds of foreign and domestic contribution and assistance for human resource
development in the health sectors, expertise and documentation, medical access,
and sharing of experiences to support disease investigation, control and equal
treatment of EVD patients.

Noting that NCDs constitute one of the major challenges for global development
in the twenty-first century, threaten the achievement of agreed international
development goals and pose challenges to socio-economic growth, which may
result in more inequalities among ASEAN countries;

Mindful that there is a strong need for further action and more extensive measures
at the national, regional and global levels to prevent and control NCDs;

Desiring to enhance AIPA cooperation to urge the ASEAN governments and
peoples to do more in relation to the prevention and control of NCDs;

The meeting attended by WAIPA delegates from Brunei Darussalam,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand
and Vietnam, their names presented as an annex.

The meeting was also observed by Hon. Bronwyn BISHOP, MP, Speaker of
the House representatives of Australia, and Hon Diyana YAHANA with her team
from Asia-Pacific Forum on Women, Law and Development as guests of the host.

The meeting considered and adopted three draft resolutions as follows:

1. Resolution on Strengthening efforts in the prevention of all forms of
discrimination and violence against women and children in ASEAN.

The WAIPA encouraged ASEAN and AIPA member countries to advocate
the readiness to cope with secondary and tertiary prevention responses such as pre-
hospital care, emergency and rehabilitation services, and treatment for sexually
transmitted infections following a rape, sexual assault and sexual harassment as well



as other longer term approaches to prevent domestic violence against women and
children.

The WAIPA called upon ASEAN and AIPA member countries to review
and amend all laws related to the protection of women and children’s health and their
welfare, and to undertake measures to enable cross border enforcement of laws against
the trafficking of women and children, and protection of the women migrant workers
and their families, women and children in conflict areas, and to provide mutual
assistance to one another in the enforcement of such laws;

2. Resolution on Strengthening Women Parliamentarians’ roles in ASEAN
Community Building.

The WAIPA meeting acknowledged that the role of women parliamentarians is
place under three pillars, and that they have been actively participating within AIPA
framework through various programs and activities, which is not merely gender
mainstreaming in the political, legislative and administrative processes.

The WAIPA meeting urge all ASEAN member states to increase the
percentage of women in legislative, judiciary and executive branches of their
respective governments in order to contribute significantly to the advances in social
well-being for women and children in ASEAN, among others.

3. Resolution on Women Leadership in Southeast Asia

The WAIPA meeting recognized the imbalance in the population of women
and women representation in politics and in the leadership stage of both public and
private institutions and that women leadership could be further promoted and
encouraged towards the achievements of MDGs, protection of human rights,
sustainable development and peaceful solutions.

The WAIPA meeting recommended AIPA member countries to create more
room for women including those living in rural areas, to express their aspirations and
be involved in the decision making process, and men to actively contribute in women
empowerment efforts, among others.

In the ASEAN spirit and solidarity, WAIPA delegates conducted lively
discussions, thus substantively contributing to three resolutions as well.

With this note, your Excellency, the President, I submit the report of the
women parliamentarians of AIPA along with three resolutions to the 35% General
Assembly for consideration and adoption.

Strengthening Efforts in the Prevention of All Forms of
Discrimination and Violence Against Women and Children
in ASEAN

The Thirty Fifth AIPA General Assembly;

Recalling the Resolution 23r4GA/2002/WAIPO/ on Promoting Gender Equality
and Combating Domestic Violence Against Women, adopted at the 23rd GA in
Hanoi Socialist Republic of Viet Nam in September 2002;

Reaffirming the increase of women'’s roles as stated in the 1988 Declaration of
the Advancement of Women in the ASEAN region, the 1993 United Nations
Declaration on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination Against Women
(CEDAW), the 1995 Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action, the 1979
Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination Against Women
(CEDAW), the 2005 Work Plan to Operationalize the Convention on the
Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination Against Women in ASEAN;

Reminding the AIPA Resolution 28t'GA/2007 /WAIPA/ on the Elimination of
Violence Against Women and Children adopted at the 28t GA in Kuala Lumpur,
Malaysia in September 2007, and the 2008 Joint Statement of the ASEAN High
Level Meeting on Good Practices in CEDAW Reporting and Follow Up;

Being aware of Inter Parliamentary Union’s concern, that no society is immune to
violence against women and children, knowing that violence can take on many

forms, and occurs everywhere: domestic violence, sexual abuse of girls and boys
at school, early or forced marriage, genital mutilation, sexual harassment in the
workplace, sexual assault, and rape as a weapon of war;

Recognizing that violence by an intimate partner is one of the most common
forms of violence against women through physical, mental and, sexual abuses,
and problems such as the trafficking of women and children resulting in
reproductive, and maternal health issues, and HIV/AIDs concerns, among others;

Realizing that reducing the use of illicit drugs and alcohol will help to decrease
intimate partners from committing violence against women and children in
ASEAN;

Reiterating the significance of ensuring that legislation promoting and
protecting the rights and welfare of women and children are endorsements of
ASEAN Declarations and principles; particularly the 2013 Declaration on the
Elimination of Violence Against Women and Children in ASEAN, and 2012 ASEAN
Human Rights Declaration that women parliamentarians of AIPA are working to
achieve Millennium Development Goals in fostering maternal and child health,
and to consider the Inter Parliamentary Union’s strategy, for incorporation into
national plans for women and young parliamentarians in ASEAN;

Hereby resolves to:

1. Recommend all ASEAN and AIPA member countries to use evidence-
based and systematic public health approach involving four effective steps
by defining nationally the magnitude of the violence, investigating the
causes and correlation factors, exploring ways to deal with primary
prevention, and widely disseminating information for society
empowerment at large in ASEAN;

2. Encourage ASEAN and AIPA member countries to advocate the readiness
to cope with secondary and tertiary prevention responses such as pre-
hospital care, emergency and rehabilitation services, and treatment for
sexually transmitted infections following a rape, sexual assault and sexual
harassment as well as other longer term approaches to prevent domestic
violence against women and children such as law adoption, consultation,
information sharing, and law promulgation in community;

3. Urge ASEAN and AIPA member countries to eliminate exposure to
violence, increase women and children access to education and legal
services, formulate and enforce laws on the prevention of all forms of
discrimination and violence against women and children, strongly amend



laws that discriminate against women and children, and implement more
gender equitable policies, and gender sensitive parliaments;

4. Call upon ASEAN and AIPA member countries to review and amend all
laws related to the protection of women and children’s health and their
welfare, and to undertake measures to enable cross border enforcement
of laws against the trafficking of women and children, and protection of
the women migrant workers and their families, women and children in
conflict areas, and to provide mutual assistance to one another in the
enforcement of such laws;

5. Encourage ASEAN and AIPA member countries to share best practices in
legislative reform to promote gender equity and for the launching of
regional initiatives and commitments such as parliamentary campaign to
combat of all forms of discrimination and violence against women and
children in ASEAN;

6. Urge ASEAN and AIPA member countries to foster and advance the
implementation of the United Nations Declaration on the Elimination of all
Forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) and the Convention of
the Rights of the Child (CRC), and encourage that state parties should take
all appropriate measures towards the elimination of violence against
women and children in ASEAN by 2015.

7. Request the AIPA Secretariat to monitor the implementation of this
resolution and regularly submit progress report to the General Assembly
of the AIPA.

The Meeting discussed the issues based on the topic “ New approaches for
cooperation engagement between AIPA Member Parliaments and Parliaments of
Observer Countries” focusing on ASEAN-India relations and cooperation which
covered areas of political-security, economic-finance and socio-culture.

The Indian delegation pointed out areas of collaboration with ASEAN Member States
such as: agriculture, forestry, economy, technology, IT, culture, geo-politic, tourism,
and common concerns including national security, education, trading, freedom of
nations, opportunity to share growth and prosperity. The bilateral relationship is
strong with greater mobility of business persons, commercial ties and link project
and transport. With the strong relationship between Indian Parliament and AIPA
Members, the delegation looks forwards to strengthening the ties in the coming
years.

In this regard, the future cooperation proposal of India covers areas of health care
including medical training, food security, pharmaceutical; the social development;
the climate change.

For AIPA Member Parliaments, sharing of best practices should corer areas such as
increasing women parliamentarian participation, grooming young parliamentarians
as well as parliamentary practices, in addition with capacity building - training of
Members of Parliament, sharing and exchange of experiences, understanding of
parliamentary practices and initiatives.

India responses to AIPA Delegates’ remarks

26 dialogue mechanisms have been carried out so far and help India to identify and
strengthen relationship/collaboration.



India has conducted the Plan of action on forestry, promoted capacity building and
transfer of technology.

India attached the importance to the training programme and exchange of
experiences on IT, quality control system, diagnostic of trans-border diseases and
transmission.

India share experiences and practices on agriculture.

India reaffirmed her commitment to establish a center for English study in Cambodia,
Lao PDR, Myanmar &Vietnam, and also the establishment of vocational training for
these countries.

IT and Telecommunications have been India’s strength: a centre of excellence will
be established in CLMV. IT curriculum development is being done in these
countries.

The volume of trading reached U$ 76 million. To this end, India still need further
investment in ASEAN.

The area of services plays a key role in India economy, and India’s strength in
service sector can be shared to ASEAN Member States.

India has 1.3 billion population with potentials to share and collaborate with ASEAN
Member States which will complement each other.

Indian delegates have noted all views and suggestions raised by AIPA delegates,
and the responsive action will be taken.

The Meeting discussed the issues based on the topic “ New approaches for
cooperation engagement between AIPA Member Parliaments and Parliaments
of Observer Countries” focusing on ASEAN-Japan relations and cooperation which
covered areas of political-security, economic-finance and socio-culture.

In his remarks, the Head of Delegation of Japan raised key points related to close
ties among Upper House of Japan and ASEAN, and reiterated the 40
Anniversary of Japan-ASEAN relationship and the issues on security, economic
partnerships, disaster management and healthcare.

Statements of AIPA Member Parliaments

The delegation of Cambodia attached importance to the forest protection, clean
water, and disaster management. The delegation suggested to have more
dialogue, IT, agriculture, and student exchanges.

Parliamentarians from Indonesia stated that under the new administration of the
recently elected President, the bilateral relationship will flourish to a new level.
The delegation also pointed out the development of human resources, food
products and agriculture, advanced technology sharing or transfer; and stressed
to strengthen relationship between parliaments and to maintain regional peace
and stability.



For Lao PDR, Japan is the largest provider of ODA. Members of Lao National
Assembly recommended that Japan should further provide support for capacity
building of parliamentary staff, human resource capacity development, more
scholarships in the fields of science, technology, vocational and higher education.
The Lao delegation stressed the needs of FDI, poverty reduction, UXO
clearance, health and education.

Malaysia considered Japan as an important development partner, and the 3
largest partner in imports and exports. The delegation discussed areas to
strengthen financial development — bonds in capital markets, business ties with
Japanese banks, and reiterated the 2014 Visit Malaysia Year.

In Myanmar, the transfer of technology, investment has increased since the
opening up. They invest in job-oriented projects to create more jobs for the
people, poverty reduction. As Japan is advanced in technology and education,
some student exchanges will be appreciated. Early warning system is a
prerequisite as Japan is strong in disaster management.

The delegation of the Philippines informed the delegation of Japan and the
delegates that the Committee on Political Matters adopted in its meeting this
morning the Resolution on Parliamentary Cooperation in the ASEAN Political
Security Community which also resolves to “stress the importance of
maintenance of peace, stability, maritime security and free navigation in the
South China Sea. In this context, urge all parties concerned to exercise self-
restraint, settle disputes by peaceful means, without resorting to the use of force,
respect international law including the 1982 United Nations Convention on the
Law of the Sea (UNCLOS), implement fully and effectively the Declaration on the
Conduct of Parties in the South China Sea (DOC) and work towards early
conclusion of the Code of Conduct (COC), as stipulated in the Chairman’s
Statement of the 24™ ASEAN Summit;”

Singapore attached importance to the multi-faceted nature relations in terms of
anti-piracy and healthcare co-operation. Singapore signed a bilateral free trade
agreement. Japan and Singapore provide technical training related to maritime
safety to developing countries.

Thailand pointed out that SMEs is one key factor to the economic growth. The
Thai delegate raised the improvement on skills and knowledge, market and
financial access, and the strengthening of cooperation as well.

Regarding the maritime security, Vietnam expressed appreciation to Japan’s
position on South China Sea, and Japan’s contribution to peace and security of
the region.

As outstanding issues, AIPA delegates recalled the celebration of the 40"
Anniversary of ASEAN-Japan friendship and cooperation; and reaffirmed their
commitment to maintain and further strengthen bilateral relationship between the
respective governments, including official parliamentary visits and exchanges
between each AIPA Parliament and the National Diet of Japan.



Dialogue partner responses covered expanding trade relationship with ASEAN

worth 20 trillion yen, the importance of geo-politics, the defence collaboration, the
commitment to revitalize countries in the region, and the infrastructure development
strengthening logistics.

In the field of disaster, lessons learned in Japan placed importance on disaster
prevention. In 2015, UN World Conference on Disaster Management will be held

in Sendai, Japan and they will share information on disaster prevention and
rebuilding.

Regarding the South-China Sea, Abe’s administration is committed to advocate
peace and attached the importance to maritime stability. Japan supported efforts
made by Vietnam and Philippines.

The delegates of Japan stressed the importance of parliamentary diplomacy and
expressed concern on the damages by typhoon Yolanda (Haiyan) in the
Philippines. To this end, Japanese Parliamentarians visited the Philippines
during the disaster. They pointed out the control of the spread of infectious
disease in disaster-struck areas — through water and sanitation, disinfection and
prevention, provision of drugs and vaccines support. As evidence,
Parliamentarians should visit disaster-struck sites. Visits by Parliamentarians was
important in understanding needs that were not easily recognized by the
governments, such as issues related to child-birth and communicable diseases,
and to make sure that these needs were incorporated into the government’s
policies. Japanese delegation would also like to see that Japanese and ASEAN
parliamentarians visit each other to share ideas and knowledge on possible

responses, and extend assistance to safeguard lives of Japanese and ASEAN
people.

To revitalize industries in countries, human resource is the key factor along with
the social infrastructure — electricity, roads. Furthermore, build a win-win
relationship between Japan and ASEAN.

In another area of cooperation — education and healthcare — JICA and volunteers

play key role to extend agriculture techniques, transfer technology and skills
through JOCV.

Your Excellency Mme Pany Yathotou, President of the 35" AIPA and President of the
National Assembly of the Lao PDR!

It is indeed a privilege and honor for me to report to the Second Plenary Session of
the 35" AIPA General Assembly on the outcome of the Committee on Joint Communiqué
meeting as follows:

The Committee on Joint Communiqué met in the afternoon of September 18% 2014.
The meeting was attended by all AIPA Member Delegations with Honorable Prof. Dr.
Boungnong BOUPHA as the Chairperson and Honorable Bandith PATHUMVANH as
rapporteur.

With the conclusion of all activities of the 35"AIPA General Assembly yesterday,
allow me to report briefly on the decisions that we have made during this Assembly as
follows:

Ten AIPA member parliaments convened the 35"AIPA General Assembly under the
theme “Strengthening Parliamentary Cooperation in the ASEAN Community Building”
in Vientiane, chaired by President of 35" AIPA and President of the National Assembly of
the Lao PDR, and attended by 06 Speakers and 04 Deputy Speakers of AIPA Member

Parliaments and Chairs of Committees of the respective parliaments.



The 35™ AIPA also attended by 08 Observer Parliaments, namely Australia, Belarus,
China, India, Japan, Russia, The Republic of Korea and Timor Leste.

The Heads of Delegations of AIPA Member Parliaments, Observer Parliaments and
Guests of the Host delivered their statements at the Plenary Session, respectively.

AIPA witnessed the participation of Women Parliamentarians from ASEAN Member
States, comprising 24,8 % of the total number of parliamentarian delegates attending this 35"
AIPA.

AIPA has frank and constructive discussion in WAIPA Committee, the committees
for political, economic, social affairs, and the committee for organizational matters as well as
dialogue with the observer parliaments under respective topics.

AIPA stressed the importance of cooperation among ASEAN Member States and the
realisation of an ASEAN Community that is politically cohesive, economically integrated and
socially responsible/ in this context, AIPA adopted of 25 documents.

In this connection, I have the pleasure to submit those resolutions to the Second
Plenary Session for consideration and adoption as already reported by respective Committees
and fully incorporated into the Joint Communiqué.

The 11" AIFOCOM held in Vientiane, in May 2014 has issued the Resolution on
Strengthening Legal Cooperation among Parliaments in Realizing a Drug-Free ASEAN, and
areport of the 11'™ AIPA Fact Finding Committee (AIFOCOM) to Combat the Drug Menace.

WAIPA conducted in depth discussion on three resolutions:(1)strengthening women
parliamentarians roles in ASEAN community building ,(2) strengthening efforts in the
prevention of all forms of discrimination and violence against women and children in
ASEAN,(3) Women leadership in Southeast Asia.

In addition, WAIPA in cooperation with Asia Pacific Forum on Women, Law and
Development (APWLD) organized an informal bilateral session on Gender, Law and
Development in terms of women benefits and development in Asia and Pacific.

The Executive Committee meeting, held in the evening of 15" September 2014,
considered and adopted Agenda of the 35" AIPA General Assembly and the programme of
activities, topics for discussions at each committee.

The Committee on Political Matters considered and adopted the Resolution on
Parliamentary cooperation in the ASEAN Political-Security Community Building.

The Committee on Social Matters discussed and adopted following documents: (1)
Strengthening Cooperation among AIPA Member Parliaments on Ebola Virus Disease
(EVD); (2)Enhancing Legislative Co-operation among AIPA Member Parliaments on the
Prevention and Control of Non-Communicable Diseases; (3) Strengthening Parliamentary
Roles in Developing Vocational Education and Skilled Labour for the Integration of ASEAN
Labour Market.



The Committee on economic matters discussed and adopted resolution on Fostering
green growth development strategy in ASEAN; and Resolution on Promoting the
development of entrepreneurship in the process of narrowing development gaps in ASEAN.

Committee on Organizational Matters discussed and adopted 12 Resolutions.

Eight dialogue sessions with observer parliaments were held separately under the
topic “new approach for cooperation engagement between AIPA member Parliaments and
Parliaments of observer countries”. The fields of proposed cooperation were on trade,
investment, economic, agriculture, ICTC, more advance technology, tourism promotion,
education, human resources development. In addition, more opportunities for cooperation
between AIPA member parliaments and parliaments of observer countries should be
explored, as well as more inter-parliamentary cooperation engagement also be considered .

The 35" AIPA has also engaged with other regional and international organizations,
namely ASEAN Secretariat, German Delegation (Embassy of Germany, GIZ, HSF),
ASEAN-Wildlife Enforcement Network/ARREST/FREELAND, APFWLD and UNISDR.
This initiative is part of AIPA commitment to play active roles and become part of solutions
to the global problems.

AIPA extended its sincere appreciation to the President of 35" AIPA, H.E Pany
Yathotou for her able leadership and efforts in carrying our AIPA activities since September
2013 until September 2014.
