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Amend the Act on Procedure of Narcotic
Case, B.E. 2550 (2007) as follows:

(1) Revise all provisions that previously
referred to the law on establishment of
juvenile and family courts and juvenile
and family case procedure, to instead
refer to the current related laws (amend
Section 3 and 4).

(2) Redefine the terms “Narcotics”,
“Laws relating to narcotics”, “Offence
relating to narcotics” and “Official”; and
include the terms “NCB”, “member of
NCB” and “NCB officer” (amend Section
5).

(3) Amend the provision on Person in

charge of the Act (amend Section 6).

(4) Specify powers and duties of
members of NCB, secretary-general of
NCB, deputy secretary-general of NCB
and NCB officials (add Chapter 2/1
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Powers and duties of members of NCB,
secretary-general of NCB, deputy
secretary-general of NCB and NCB
officials (Section 11/1 to 11/7))

(5) Add the provisions that require
defendant’s presence before the court’s
official during his/her submissions of
appeals to Court of Appeal and Dika
Court (Add Section 15/1 and 19/1).

(6) Repeal the Chapter 5 on Sanction of

the Fine Punishment (repeal Section 21).
