On 9 March 2020, the Ad- Hoc Committee on Study of the New Parliament Building
Construction with Components Project follow-up following the progress of construction at
Phra Suriyan (House of Representatives Chamber) and survey Committee Meeting Rooms. It
found that the overall construction has been well progressed and can be finished before
opening the parliamentary session in May.

At the moment, setting up conduit of video and audio broadcasting system from the

Meeting Hall and modifying the area of Speaker’s throne are on process.

However, the Phra Suriyan has a capacity to serve 500 members of the House of
Representatives and serve 750 members of the House and Senators for joint sitting. At the
moment, the whole seats and voting machines can serve for 800 seats including 59 seats for
Council of Ministers and committee members. The Chamber is expected to be finished

before opening the parliamentary session in May 2020.
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
