The 14™ Session of the Third Year of the 25" House of Representatives

(Second Annual Ordinary Session)

On December 8, 2021, Mr. Chuan Leekpai, Speaker of the House of Representatives,

presided over the 14" session of the third year of the 25" House of Representatives (Second
Annual Ordinary Session), in the House Chamber, with Mr. Suchart Tancharoen, First Vice-
President of the House of Representatives, and Mr. Supachai Phosu, Second Vice-President of

the House of Representatives serving as Chair of the meeting in rotation.

The meeting reviewed and adopted the following resolutions:

1. Draft Architects Act (No..) B.E. .. (sponsored by the Cabinet)

With 330 votes in favor, the House adopted the draft of the Architects Act (No...) B.E...
in principle and agreed to establish a 25-member Ad-hoc Committee to consider the proposal,

with a seven-day time limit for any proposed amendments.

2. Draft Act on Navigation in Thai Waters (No..) B.E. .. (sponsored by the Cabinet)
With 312 votes in favor, the House adopted the draft of the Act on Navigation in Thai
Waters (No..) B.E... in principle and agreed to establish a 25-member Ad-hoc Committee to

consider the proposal, with a seven-day time limit for any proposed amendments.



3. Draft Cooperatives Act (No...) B.E...

With 235 votes, the House resolved to reject the draft Cooperatives Act (No...) B.E...

4.Draft Budget Procedures Act (No...) B.E...
With 235 votes, the House resolved to reject the draft Budget Procedures Act (No...)

B.E...

Following that, the House agreed to group relevant items for further discussion
concurrently: 1) a Bill to Repeal the National Council for Peace and Order (NCPO)’s
Announcements and Orders, as well as the NCPO Head’s Orders that are in violation of human
rights and democratic principles. B.E.. (sponsored by Mr. Jon Ungphakorn and 12,609 voters)
and 2) a Bill to Repeal the National Council for Peace and Order (NCPO)'s Announcements
and the NCPO Head’s Orders B.E. .. (sponsored by Mr. Piyabutr Saengkanokkul and et al.). It is
also decided that each bill will be voted on individually on its first reading. The House was

adjourned at 8:09 p.m.
