Allow me to report that Thailand has worked continuously to achieve the SDGs
Goal 5: achieve gender equality and empower all women and girls. Thailand has passed
several laws which have made significant progress on elimination of violence against
women and domestic violence, to mention just a few examples

1. The Gender Equality Act 2015 promotes gender equality in social, economic,
and political rights, and focuses on protecting against gender discrimination,
and provides Gender Equality Promotion Fund;

2. The Protection against Domestic Violence Act 2007 aims to protect women
and girls against domestic violence, and to severely punish the offenders. The
law allows lawsuits to be filed directly to the Court in cases involving
domestic violence.

Madam/Mr. President,

According to section 90 of Thailand’s new Constitution (2017) all women and
men are ensured equal rights to participate fully in politics and elections at all levels.

As for children’s education, the Constitution ensures boys and girls have equal
opportunity to access free education for twelve years up to the completion of compulsory
education. Moreover, the new 2017 Tambol Youth Council Act (for Sub-district groups)
stresses that Thai youths must elect their own executive committee members in the
framework of gender equality rights for every individual youth.
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Furthermore, Thailand has developed the draft of 1%t National Action Plan on
Elimination of Violence against Women 2017-2021 in line with the ASEAN Regional Plan
on Eradication of Violence against Women (2016 -2025). Two consultations have already
been conducted for government agencies, civil society and women’s group stakeholders to
discuss and exchange views on the draft to ensure its comprehensiveness and concrete
results.

Madam President,
Honourable Parliamentarians,

To achieve the SDGs Goal 5; all stakeholder should work together in building up
the capacity of our society to overcome gender-based challenges and promote cooperation, as well
as increase women’s awareness through various channels such as local and national events,
handbooks and electronic mass media. We should convince our respective societies to
consider domestic violence as “serious”, rather than “private” affairs.

In conclusion, I would like to underline Thailand’s commitment to broaden and
deepen cooperation with APPF member countries to achieve our common goals. | am
confident that the 26™ Asia — Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF) will generate very productive
outcomes.

On behalf of delegation from Thailand, 1 would like to express our sincere
gratitude to the National Assembly and the Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam
for the warm welcome extended to my delegation and for the warm hospitality in hosting the
26th Annual Meeting of the APPF. We are confident that, under the able leadership of
Madame Chair, this conference will be able to achieve fruitful outcome.

Madame Chair,

As some of us may recall, the Inter-Parliamentary Union or IPU was created in
1889. As for the APPF, its creation is the most recent, which was in 1993, or only 25
years.But be it the IPU or APPF, with 120 years or 25 years of this history. It is clear that
modern day, parliamentarians are no stranger to global issues and global concerns.

In recent years, in particular, addressing global issues and trying to make the
world a better place for everyone has been close to the heart of all parliamentarians.

One, the NLA is working very closely with the government to bring about a
genuine national reform in all important areas, particularly political reform.

Second, our NLA is working closely with the government on a political roadmap
which would eventually lead to a national election and the establishment of an elected
government and House of Representatives.

And, third, and probably the most relevant to what we are discussing here today,
both the NLA and the Thai government are strongly committed to all internationally
recognized norms and principles, as well as international agreements on various global
issues.

Madame Chair,

There are now 27 members in the APPF. This number is likely to grow in the
years ahead. In fact, | see it as our duty to ensure that the APPF expands not only in
membership, but also in outreach. The 2017 Da Nang “Declaration on Creating New
Dynamism, Fostering a Shared Future” could serve as a foundation for APPF’s outreach
efforts in the future. The more APPF reaches out, the more meaningfully it can use
Parliamentary Diplomacy to help contribute to global peace, security, prosperity and the
shared future of mankind.

And it is because of the recognition of our shared future that Thailand is very
much committed to playing its part and help contribute to the efforts of Parliamentary
Diplomacy.

1. It is my great honor and pleasure to be here with all of you to represent the Thai
Delegation to APPF on Supporting the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMES)
in the digital age in Hanoi today.

2. The Thai Government gives the great importance to the promotion of the Micro Small
and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) and startups at local and national agenda as guided
by the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of the His Majesty Late King Bhumibol
Adulyadej. The start - ups include in MSMEs that adopt innovation and technology for
the sustainability of business. According to Thailand 4.0 policy, the Thai Government
aims to boost the numbers of MSMEs with innovation and technology which will create
high-value products and help develop Thailand into a digital economy and society. This
will also contribute to developing Thai industry from a value-added to a high-value
model in response to the Thailand 4.0 policy.

3. In term of legislation, Thailand promulgated the law on Digital Development for
Economy and Society B.E. 2560 (2017). Under this law, the Prime Minister will chair
the Digital Economy Committee, established to set out guidelines and policy under the
digital economy framework which aims to maximize the benefits of digital technologies.
Moreover, this law will set up the Digital Economy and Society Development Fund for
operation and development of digital economy and society under the digital economy
framework.

4. According to Thailand 4.0, Thailand has formulated a 20-year national strategy which
lays a firm foundation for develop the economy and society more advanced through
greater reliance on innovation, creativity, research and development, higher technologies
and green technologies. Development of the digital economy is a major component of
the strategy.

Madam Chair/Mr. Chairman
Ladies and Gentlemen,
5. For MSMEs, the Thai Government has undertook the “Pracharat” Project or “State of the

People” to move economy forward by linking various business: large, small, wholesale,
and retail, as well as local enterprises. The Pracharat project aims to emphasize the inner
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strength to promote SMEs, Startups and Social Enterprises (SE) and create “Business
Model” according to Thailand 4.0. Moreover, Thailand has developed “Young and
Smart Farmers” to promote the use of technology and innovation to add more value
to agricultural products and services. To achieve MSMEs, Thailand has supported
and advanced in digital infrastructure such as internet in rural areas for Pracharat project
to increase value-added of farmer’s agriculture products around the country.

I would like to emphasis on green economy which is crucial for sustainable economic
development according to Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). For achieving green
economy, Thailand has implemented Master Plan for Integrated Biodiversity
Management B.E. 2558 — 2564 (2015-2021) for protecting the interests of the country
and sharing benefits reaped from biodiversity. Another plan is the Master Plan on
Climate Change (2012-2050) which is a framework to support climate change
preparedness initiatives and aligns with the country’s economic and socio-cultural
contexts with green economy. However, at 25" APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting in
Danang, Socialist Republic of Vietnam, Thai Prime Minister, Gen Prayut Chan-o-cha mentioned
Green Economy and role of MSMEs in the economic system for encouraging and
enhancing competitiveness for easier access to international market. The endeavor,
however, needs cross-regional and cross-sector cooperation to grow together without
leaving anyone behind according to the targets of SDGs

7. According to ASEAN Strategic Action Plan for SME Development 2016-2025, ASEAN

should take this opportunity to enhance theirs productivities and integrate with
regional and global value chain. This factor could drive the economic growth of
the ASEAN Community and its partners by the promotion of innovation from start-
ups and the digital economy and new industries. Furthermore, the development of
an ASEAN brand for MSMEs is considered as the backbone of the region’s
industry. Thus, APPF should consider to set up a system to improve standard of
MSMEs in the region.

The people-to-people connectivity through travelling and
learning culture of each other is a way to build up international relationship. Therefore, as
parliamentarians, we should adjust and enact laws and regulations to benefit and enhance
cooperation in culture and tourism in both national and regional levels. Furthermore, the budget
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for supporting tourism, such as developing infrastructure and connectivity within a country
and region, is necessary as well.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Despite the difference in culture, we can learn and share cultural diversity to
understand each other with the respect traditional cultural values through tourism. The
cooperation of all sectors in our society, including public and private sectors is needed as the
key component for supporting regional cultural and tourism cooperation to aim at the SDGs
and well-being of people, as well as promote international relationship among nations.

The Honorable Mrs. Truong Thi Mai, Vietnamese National
Assembly deputy delivered her key note address. Delegates stressed that parliamentarians should
maximize their roles in all steps of decision-making processes, whether at the global, regional or
national level, in different areas to promote the implementation of the 5" Goal of Gender
Equality out of 17 Sustainable Development Goals.

In
her opening remarks, the President highlighted the challenges and opportunities for the APPF and
called for greater cooperation among APPF member parliaments to bring APPF to a higher level
to implement the Sustainable Development Goals. At the Opening Ceremony, H.E. Mr. Tran Dai
Quang, President of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam delivered his welcome remarks,
highlighting the special role of APPF and its members over the past 25 years in dealing with
common challenges. He emphasized that APPF should to work together with other regional fora
to build the vision for cooperation in the Asia-Pacific region.

On the other hand, region also faces potential conflicts, instability, security threats and
other global issues such as climate change, epidemics, terrorism, etc. Participants resolutely
condemned terrorism and shared the views that terrorism, trans-border crime should be
effectively addressed with joint efforts by interna.tional community by strengthening cooperation

between governments and other related agencies in intelligence sharing, and capacity building for

the law enforcement forces.

. In the second plenary session on Economic and Trade matters, the Honorable Mr. Vuong Dinh

Hue, Prime Minister of Viet Nam delivered his keynote speech on positive developments in
economic cooperation and regional economic integration. The Meeting welcomed a report by
Viet Nam on the deliverables of APEC 2017, including the 25" APEC Economic Leaders'
Meeting in Da Nang, Viet Nam in November 2017. Delegations agreed that despite many
difficulties and uncertainties, Asia-Pacific region remained the world’s most dynamic with high

growth rate and deeper economic regional integration. Delegations stressed that APPF should
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enhance cooperation to further free and open trade and investment toward the realization of the
Free Trade Area of the Asia - Pacific (FTAAP); building a comprehensively connected and
integrated Asia - Pacific; promoting quality and resilient infrastructure, sub-region and remote
area connectivity. Another common theme was the optimization of global value chains.
Delegates highlighted measures to strengthen Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises” (MSMEs)
competitiveness and innovation and facilitate MSMESs™ access to finance. technology and
management: fostering policies and legal frameworks lor start-ups and women’s leadership role
in MSMEs, particularly urge the governments to accelerate administrative reform. and to

improve the investment cnvironment.

. Delegates stressed stronger cooperation in sustainable management and eftective usage of natural

resources. including trans-boundary water resources. land. forests. oceans etc., which contribute
to secure long-term and sustainable food supply. Furthermore. it is necessary to promote
sustainable rural-urban development, build communities resilient to natural disasters. diversity
agricultural sector. increase investment to boost productivity and quality. and broaden the market
of agricultural products. :

In the third plenary session on Regional Cooperation, the Honorable Deputy Prime Minister Vu
Duc Dam delivered the keynote address on climate action, cultural and tourism cooperation.
Delegations expressed their deep concern over climate change and extreme weather events,
which requires stronger joint efforts on disaster risk reduction to respond to climate change and
mitigate its impacts and proposed strengthened cooperation in culture and tourism for sustainable
development. IPU Secretary General Martin Chungong delivered his remarks emphasizing the
significance of the parliamentary partnership and regional cooperation.

Regarding APPF Work, delegations emphasized the role of APPF in promoting partnership for
sustainable development and inclusive growth in the Asia-Pacific as APPF Parliamentarians
represent the aspiration and interests of the people in the region, for the good of all.

At the final session, the 26" Annual Meeting unanimously applauded the kind invitation of the
Cambodian National Assembly to host the 27th Annual Meeting in Siem Reap in January 2019.
The Meeting was briefed on the outcomes of the Drafting Committee and 4 Working Groups
throughout the Annual Meeting. The Annual Meeting adopted Ha Noi Declaration, the Amended
APPF Rules of Procedures which stipulate that the Meeting of Women parliamentarians will be
held on the occasion of the APPF Annual Meeting to foster discussion and experience exchange

related to topics of common interest to women parliamentarians, and 13 resolutions.

. At the Closing Session, the Cambodian Head of Delegation delivered his acceptance speech for

being the next Host of APPF in 2019. The Annual Meeting expressed highest appreciation and
gratitude to the Viet Nam National Assembly for its outstanding organization and hospitality,
especially to H.E Madam. Nguyen Thi Kim Ngan, President of the Viet Nam National Assembly
for her exemplary Presidency of the 26" Annual Meeting and the staff for their hard work and

excellent care for all participants, which contributed to the success of the Annual Meeting.
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18. In her concluding remarks, the President of the 26" Annual Meeting congratulated the delegates
and commended them for their important contributions to the plenary sessions. Drafting
Committee and Working Groups, thus bringing about a productive, cooperative and inclusive
Annual Meeting. .

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HA NOI DECLARATION

A New Vision for Asia — Pacific Parliamentary Partnership

1. We, the parliamentarians of the Asia — Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathered
in Ha Noi, Viet Nam under the theme “Parliamentary partnership: Peace, innovation
and sustainable development”. We endorsed this Ha Noi Declaration to mark the 25"
anniversary of APPF and chart out the course of development for the Forum towards
2030.

2.  We recall the timely establishment of the APPF in 1993 to meet the demand for
dialogue and cooperation of member countries and the region at the end of the Cold
War.

Outstanding Achievements

3.  We are pleased to note on the remarkable achievements that the APPF has attained
in its twenty five years of development. The APPF has relentlessly pursued common
goals of promoting dialogue and cooperation for peace, stability, prosperity in the
region.

- The APPF cooperation and dialogue have contributed to regional peace, stability,
cooperation and development. The APPF’s member countries have redoubled
efforts to strengthen international cooperation on the basis of equality, mutual
respect and benefits, respecting the principles of international law, toward a
peaceful, stable and prosperous Asia — Pacific region.

- APPF has supported and complemented efforts of the Asia - Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC) in promoting trade and investment liberalization through
lowering tariffs, trade barriers, streamlining custom procedures, thus narrowing the
development gap among members and reinforcing the multilateral trading system.

- APPF’s member countries have achieved encouraging results in implementing
international sustainable development commitments, including the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) and the agreements under the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC).

- The Meeting of Women Parliamentarians, inaugurated at the 24th Annual Meeting
of the APPF in Vancouver, henceforth will be held on the occasion of the APPF
Annual Meeting in order to foster ongoing discussion and exchange of best
practices and experiences related to topics of common interest to women
parliamentarians and promoting gender equality in the region.

APPF in a fast-changing world

5.

We recognize that the regional and global landscape and multilateralism are
undergoing fundamental changes with many intertwined opportunities and
challenges that have far-reaching impacts. Fundamental shifts worldwide are
harder to foresee.

- The political and security situation in the world, particularly in the region, have
experienced complex developments with various underlying destabilizing factors,
in particular security threats which seriously influence regional and international
peace, stability and prosperity exist in Asia — Pacific in spite of constant efforts by
entire international community. Nationalism, populism and unilateralism are on
the rise; flashpoints, regional conflicts, terrorism, territorial disputes, refugee
crisis, cyber security, disasters and epidemics continue to present serious
challenges/.

- Regional and global economic recovery is on track, yet economic integration has
slowed down in many regions as protectionism has risen. Trade and investment
have generated unprecedented prosperity in the Asia-Pacific, but barriers remain.

- The multi-layered integration and cooperation trends as well as reforms and
revitalization of multilateral institutions have been actively pushed forward.
Historic multilateral agreements such as the United Nations 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development and the Paris Agreement on Climate Change have
brought fresh opportunities for development cooperation. The Fourth Industrial
Revolution is expected to boost productivity, transform the linkages in global and
regional value chains, but at the same time may contribute to increased inequality
in the distribution of the benefits of growth and globalization.

- Against that backdrop, it is critical to maintain and further the role of multilateral
fora in the regional architecture and in addressing those intertwined challenges.

We acknowledge that the APPF is at a critical transforming juncture and the
Forum needs to reform to better serve the need for dialogue and cooperation among
members and for increased contribution to international and regional
multilateral cooperation, including the implementation of the United Nations’ 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development and the Paris Agreement on Climate Change.

Building on the achievements of the APPF and leveraging on the opportunities of the
digital age and globalization, we believe that APPF will shape a strategic and an
aspirational vision, thus contributing to maintaining and reinforcing peace, stability
and prosperity in the region, as well as promoting multilateral efforts to cope with new
challenges. To realize that vision, we reaffirm that peace, stability and security are
prerequisites for sustainable development.
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In an ever more connected region, we maintain as an important objective of our
engagement the increased participation of women, youth, and Indigenous
communities across the political, economic and social spheres as well as the greater
inclusiveness of our societies for our mutual benefit.

- Underlining the importance of maintaining freedom of navigation, maritime and
aviation safety and security; calling on countries to resolve differences and
disputes by peaceful means in accordance with international law and norms and
relevant agreements, including the 1982 United Nations Convention on the Law of
the Sea (UNCLOS)

Strengthening dialogue and joint actions to address non-traditional security
threats, including food security, energy security; enhancing cooperation on
sustainable management of natural resources, including integrated management
and sustainable use of land, forest, ocean and water resources, through joint
efforts and trans-boundary cooperation.

- Strengthening cooperation on disaster risk reduction and response, post-disaster
recovery, in such areas as policy framework improvement, innovation, science
and technology, facilitation of uninterrupted business, early warning systems,
search and rescue.

- Highlighting the importance of APPF member countries’ contribution to common
efforts in preventing and countering terrorism and extremism.

Reaffirming commitment to support the rules-based, free, open, transparent and
inclusive multilateral trading system; commit to urging the Governments to refrain
from introducing new protectionist measures.

Strengthening cooperation to capitalize on the potential of the digital and internet
economy, including through facilitating e-commerce and digital trade; enhancing
services competitiveness

Strengthening Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises’ (MSMEs) innovation,
facilitating MSMEs' access to finance, technology and management; fostering

policies and legal frameworks for start-ups and women’'s leadership role in
MSMEs.

Enhancing food security and sustainable agriculture, increasing agricultural
productivity and resilience in response to climate change.

stability and prosperity in the region. With this in mind, we welcome the tangible
outcomes of the APEC Viet Nam 2017 in upholding the core values of APEC of free
and open trade and investment and its continued support for the multilateral
trading system. We support APEC’s leadership in addressing global economic
challenges and building regional economic structure. We congratulate the ASEAN for
its 50™ anniversary and welcome ASEAN's contributions to regional peace, stability,
development and prosperity./.

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND SHARED PROSPERITY
IN THE ASIA-PACIFIC REGION

(Sponsored by Australia, Canada, Indonesia, Mexico, Mongolia,
New Zealand, Russia and Viet Nam)

The 26" Annual Meeting of the Asia Pacific Parliamentary Forum:

Recalling the 24" and 25" APPF resolutions on Gender Equality and
Empowerment of Women and Girls;

Reaffirming the Convention on the Eliminations of AIll Forms of
Discrimination against Woman (CEDAW), International Labour Organization
(ILO) Convention concerning Discrimination in Respect of Employment and
Occupation, ILO Equal Remuneration Convention and other relevant
international instruments covering women’s rights;

Mindful of the fact that although women constitute almost half of the world’s
population, they are continued to be marginalized in all sectors of development;

Referring to the result of the 2017 World Economic Forum Global Gender Gap
Index which pointed out that the average global gender gap is now 32% a slight
increase compared to average gap last year which stood by 31.7%;

Recognizing the significant role of information and technology that are being
vastly developed in this millennial era can play to increase gender parity of
50:50 by 2030;
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Acknowledging that greater economic participation by women spurs economic
growth and that greater utilization of millennia’s technology for development of
business opportunity can promote greater economic opportunities for women;

Aware that women are often disproportionately affected by climate change and
natural disasters owing to gender inequalities and the dependence of many
women on natural resources for their livelihoods;

Recognizing the importance of involving men in the promotion of women’s
economic empowerment, the elimination of gender-based violence and the
advancement of women’s political participation;

Resolves to:

1. Call upon the parliaments of the APPF Member States to continue
focusing on legislative support of expansion of women's legal, economic
and social opportunities, enhancement of the system of family, maternity
and childhood protection, and provision of high-quality medical and
social aid.

2. Update national laws that promote women's access to financial and
capital market, economic and digital education that allow their inclusion
in economic activities.

3. Empower women to maximise their access to technology, especially for
those who live in remote and rural areas in order to enhance their
economic opportunities.

4. Raise the awareness of the “internet of things” to enhance digital literacy
of women and girls in Asia and the Pacific.

5. Call on Asia Pacific countries who have not done so, to set up regulatory
framework that can promote equal remuneration at work, women’s
leadership, entrepreneurship, skills and competencies.

6. Develop a national financial infrastructure and multinational regional
financial institute for women employment, Micro Small Medium
Enterprises and entrepreneurship.
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7. Endorse the 2017 APEC Women and the Economy Forum Statement on

Enhancing Women’s Economic Inclusion and Empowerment in the
Changing World.

8. Welcome the new initiative of APEC Women and the Economy Sub-
Fund which is scheduled to be operational in 2018.

9. Urge APPF members to develop measures that reduce unpaid and
domestic work done by women to achieve inclusive growth.

10. Call on APPF Member States to better understand the gender
differentiated effects of climate change and natural disasters.

12. Encourage APPF Member States to consider how young people can be
better engaged with Parliament and for girls to see politics and leadership
as viable career choices.

13. Urge APPF Member States to devote particular attention to abolishing
harmful practices and legislation that discriminate against women and
girls, or perpetuate and condone violence and discrimination against them
including child, early and forced marriage and female genital mutilation.

14. Encourage women parliamentarians from the parliaments of the APPF
Member States to take part in the Eurasian Women's Forum to be held on
September 20 — 21, 2018 in Saint Petersburg (Russia).

The 26MAnnual Meeting of the Asia Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF),

Highly appreciating the achievements of the 25-year work of the Asia-Pacific
Parliamentary Forum established in 1993 in Tokyo in a wide range of areas,
including politics and security, trade and economy, culture and contacts between
parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific countries that contributed to strengthening
and promotion of the relations among the parliaments of the region;

The 26™ Annual meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum:

Reaffirming the numerous resolutions adopted by the APPF Member States at
previous Annual Meetings on regional economic cooperation and integration as
well as economy and trade;

Taking into account Resolution APPF25/RES.15 on “Economic and Trade
cooperation in the Asia-Pacific region” and Resolution APPF25/RES.03 on
“Commercial and Economic Matters Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Forum
(APEC 2016)” adopted at the 25" annual meeting of the Asia-Pacific
Parliamentary Forum (APPF) in Fiji in 2017,

Recalling Bogor Declaration adopted at the 2" Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC) Economic Leaders’ Meeting in Indonesia in 1994, which
establishes a common goal of free trade and investment in the Asia-Pacific by
further reducing barriers to trade and investment and by promoting the free flow
of goods, services and capital among APEC economies; reaffirming the
commitment to fulfill the tasks aimed at their achievement as per the 2010
Pathways to Free Trade Area of the Asia-Pacific (FTAAP) and the 2014 Beijing
Road Map for APEC’s Contribution to the Realization of FTAAP;

Meeting organized in November, 2017 in Da Nang, Vietnam in creating new
drivers for regional economic integration through promoting open and free trade
and investment, supporting multilateral trading system, enhancing regional and
sub-regional comprehensive and inclusive connectivity, increasing the
competitiveness and creativity of micro, small and medium enterprises (MSMES);

Recognizing that trade and investment are important engines of robust,
sustainable and balanced growth as they provide access to new technology,
innovative business and manufacturing processes, as well as link domestic firms,
particularly micro-, small- and medium-sized enterprises (MSMEs), to global
value chains, and enhance productivity and innovation;

Reiterating the leading role of the World Trade Organization in promoting an
international system of liberalized trade;

Welcoming the entry into force of the WTO’s Trade Facilitation Agreement and
encouraging the APPF Member States to undertake the measures necessary to

Noting that political and economic instability has led to lower global economic
growth, volatile financial conditions, employment challenges and significantly
slower expansion of international trade in recent years;

Acknowledging that deeper economic ties relates to the promotion of peace,
stability and development and that seamless economic integration is essential to
boost inclusive and sustainable growth of each member state as well as to
improve relations between countries for a stable and prosperous Asia-Pacific
region;

Recognizing that the Asia-Pacific region is one of the most dynamic trading and
economic growth regions in the world that engages developed, developing and
emerging economies alike and that APPF Member States have different levels of
economic development, calling upon Parliaments of APPF developed countries
to provide assistance to Parliaments of less developed countries in strengthening
institutions to foster trade and investment liberalization;

Emphasizing the importance of promoting good governance, strengthening
anti-protectionist measures to facilitate free trade and investment, committed to
the eradication of corruption and unfair trade practices that impede the optimal
development and growth of the economy and international trade;
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Underscoring that free trade agreements establish rules and standards by which
market access for trade and investment can be more predictable and, therefore,
are critical tools for economic prosperity and improved standards of living;

Also stressing that, in doing so, free trade agreements create opportunities by
which businesses can benetit from global economic developments, including the
rise of value chains, the digital revolution, and e-commerce;

Considering that regional economic integration that is rules-based, transparent,
non-discriminatory, open and inclusive is at the core of the work undertaken by
the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC);

Recognizing that today’s global trade is multi-faceted and complex, involving
investment and capital flows, supply- and value-chains, the movement of labour,
connectivity and digitization, knowledge-transfers, as well as considerations
related to women’s economic empowerment, labour standards, opportunities for
youth, skills-development, diversity and inclusivity, environmental protection,
and sustainable development;

Cognisant that protectionism is rising, there have been some skepticisms of
multilateral agreements, and the rules governing global trade are under
challenge;

Acknowledging that challenges remain throughout the Asia-Pacific region
regarding income inequality, uneven access to connectivity and education, as
well as economic and social marginalization, among others;

Underscoring the importance of unhindered access to economic activities for all
social groups, including women, youth, people with disabilities, low income
people;

Also acknowledging the intensification of public debate in many parts of the
world regarding trade liberalization in part because of concerns over their
potential impact on the labour market, lower wage earners, the manufacturing
sector and other traditional industries, intellectual property protection as well as
domestically-sensitive policies and programs;

Confirming the role of parliaments of APPF member states in creating an
enabling institutional environment to economic integration in the Asia-Pacific;
affirming that the APPF is a key platform for strengthening cooperation and
understanding about regional economic and trade matters;

Affirming the role of parliaments in providing appropriate national legislative
frameworks and holding the government’s work to account where the

1. Confirm that the main objectives of regional economic integration in
Asia and the Pacific are growth, cooperation, exchange and innovation, with the
aim of creating a market integrated into the global value chains;

2. Support the negotiation and implementation of bilateral and
multilateral free trade agreements within the Asia-Pacific region that: are non-
discriminatory, reciprocal and mutually advantageous; promote regional
economic integration, particularly on the part of MSMEs; enhance human
capital, innovation, and productivity, especially of the most vulnerable and
marginalized segments of society, such as women, and youth;

3. Affirm the determination of APPF member states to establish a
seamless and comprehensively connected and integrated economy in the Asia-
Pacific through policy collaboration in trade and investment liberalization and
business facilitation;

partners. Fighting against all forms of protectionism, fostering regional and sub-
regional comprehensive and inclusive connectivity;

5. Welcome the positive developments in sub-regional economic
integration in the Asia-Pacific region and note the conclusion or on-going
negotiation or expansion of various regional and bilateral trade frameworks
involving APPF Member States, including the Comprehensive and Progressive
Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP), the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership (RCEP), the Pacific Alliance, the North American Free
Trade Agreement (NAFTA ), and others.
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6. Pursue policy strategies to ensure deeper participation of enterprises in
APPF Member States, especially micro, small and medium sized enterprises
(MSMEs), in regional and global value chains; to increase MSMEs’ innovation
capacity, especially for women and youth-led businesses;

7. Promote public investment and policies that facilitate the creation of
public-private partnerships related to the implementation of trade agreements,
such as regarding infrastructure and transportation logistics, connectivity and
digitization, innovation, education and skills-training;

8. Promote the development and utilization of e-commerce in the Asia-
Pacific through supporting the strengthening of a favorable, transparent and
stable legal environment and policies for cross-border e-commerce;

9. Ensure that the result of trade and investment liberalization in the
Asia-Pacific region will lead to the lowering of barriers in APPF members and
also between APPF Member States and non-APPF countries to contribute to
global economic integration;

10. Mitigate the potentially adverse effects of trade agreements
experienced by vulnerable workers and stress that trade agreements and their
components, including the movement of people, must reflect regional security
developments and concerns;

11. Urge APPF Member States to consider that effective regional trade
and cooperation must be built upon domestic policies and regulatory settings
that support knowledge-based economies, effective use of information
technology, and innovation;

12. Recommend Parliaments of the APPF member states to review and
complete legal frameworks that promote free and open trade and investment as
well as strengthen anti-protectionist measures at national and regional level;

13. Request Parliaments of the APPF Member States to maintain stable
political and socio-economic environment as well as transparent, predictable and
non-discriminatory policies for business and investment in conformity with the
World Trade Organization’s (WTQO) agreements;

14. Strengthen the capacity, engagement and mechanisms for
parliamentary oversight of international trade and investment as a key
instrument for more profound economic integration in the Asia-Pacific;

15. Foster the representative role of parliamentary members in generating
public support for the goals of free and open trade and investment;
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16. Promote collaboration between legislative and executive branches to
solidify a consensus around regional economic integration issues, urge APPF
Member States to encourage their Governments to realize the opportunities for
maximizing the existing regional trade architecture;

17. Build the necessary political will to negotiate free trade agreements
among APPF Member States that incorporate elements of the modern,
multifaceted global economy, including but not limited to: women’s economic
empowerment, corporate social responsibility, environmental and labour
standards, sustainable development; and that are consistent with WTO principles
and rules;

18. Encourage the economies and their respective parliaments to continue
developing work programs with the aim of improving their ability to be part of
negotiations and approval of integral free trade agreements for the future;

19. Support opportunities for interaction between Parliaments of the APPF
member states and between Parliaments and business communities through dialogues,
conferences, seminars and other exchange channels for better understanding of
specific demands for a open, rules-based multilateral trading system;

20. Encourage Parliaments of the APPF member states to implement
innovative practices that improve time and cost efficiency for international trade and
investment including streamlining customs procedures and reducing tariff and non-
tariff barriers as well as enhancing the business climate in each member economy;

21. Call on parliaments in the APPF region to undertake meaningful public
consultations about trade agreements, including during and before the time that they

are being negotiated, and apply the outcomes of these consultations to the ratification
process;

22. Foster closer partnerships as well as strengthen dialogue and cooperation
mechanisms between APPF Member States and parliaments in order to implement
commitments to achieving strategic regional goals;

23. Encourage APPF member states to prepare and present progress a report
at the outset of the next APPF session on promoting seamless regional economic
integration.

Acknowledging the Annual APPF Resolutions in recent years about the role
of parliamentary diplomacy, of APPF parliaments in promoting emergency actions
to respond to climate change and address the impacts of climate change.

Holding in high regard the 2030 Agenda for sustainable development
adopted at the UN Sustainable Development Summit in New York in 2015 and
agenda items on climate change and responding to climate change at development
cooperation for sustainable development forums in recent years;

Concerned about the negative impacts of climate change, a serious threat to
people's wellbeing and welfare, particularly extreme weather conditions such as

natural disasters, severe droughts and floods etc. as well as their implications

including diseases, displaced populations, and loss of food security;
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Noting the efforts of national parliaments in the Asia-Pacific in adopting

RESOLUTION ON FOSTERING CULTURAL
AND TOURISM COOPERATION

The 26™ Annual Meeting of the Asia Pacific Parliamentary Forum:

Recalling resolutions adopted by APPF Member States at past Annual
Meetings, including: Promoting Intercultural and Interfaith Dialogue (2017);
Ensuring an Optimistic and Prosperous Future for Youth (2016); Education,
Culture, Science and Technology (2015); Promoting Cooperation in
Education, Culture, Science and Technology in the Asia Pacific Region
(2014); and Green Economy and Sustainable Tourism (2014);

Reaffirming the APPF 2001 Valparaiso Declaration’s principles of
respecting the cultural richness of the Pacific Ocean Basin and promoting its
diffusion and cultural exchanges in order to contribute to building mutual
knowledge, appreciation and friendship in the region; as well as reaffirming
the APPF 1997 Vancouver Declaration’s recognition that exchanges are the
most effective way to foster mutual understanding, in particular youth
exchanges as they will build the next generation of parliamentary leaders;

Recalling the Declaration on Culture of Prevention for a Peaceful, Inclusive,
Resilient, Healthy and Harmonious Society adopted at the 31 Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) Summit on 13 November 2017,

Noting progress by the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) forum’s
Tourism Working Group and at the ASEAN Tourism Ministers Meeting in
establishing tourism standards for the Asia-Pacific region and facilitating
cooperation with various stakeholders to foster sustainable and responsible
tourism in the Asia-Pacific region;
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Recognizing that cultural exchanges and tourism strengthen mutual
understanding and respect between peoples and societies;

Committed to working together to build a ‘common house’ in the Asia-
Pacific region that embraces its diversity;

Mindful that tolerance and respect for the diversity of religious,
philosophical and moral beliefs are both the foundation and consequence of
responsible and sustainable tourism;

Recognizing that culture and tourism are major economic engines and
employment generators with strong potential to contribute to the
improvement of livelihoods in the Asia-Pacific region;

Cognizant that international tourism shows an annual steady growth and that
the total number of international visitors to the Asia-Pacific region has
doubled over the last decade, according to the World Tourism
Organization’s October 2017 World Tourism Barometer,

Noting that countries need robust policy and regulatory frameworks to
manage mass tourism, to ensure sustainable tourism, to protect heritage sites
and to prevent degradation of natural habitats;

Recalling that several UNESCO Conventions already provide an
international legal framework for the protection of heritage and culture, such
as the Convention on the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural
Heritage (1972), the Universal Declaration on Cultural Diversity (2001), the
Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (2003),
and the Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of
Cultural Expressions (2005);

Observing that information and communication technologies have been the
catalyst for global integration and are deepening mutual dependence in the
Asia-Pacific region as well as creating opportunities for virtual exchanges;

Also observing that Web 2.0 applications are creating efficient and effective
channels to exchange information;

Concerned about the uneven access to information and communication
technologies in the Asia-Pacific region, with individual usage being one of
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the lowest in the world, according to the Global Information Technology
Report 2016;

Recognizing that some individuals, groups, or communities in the Asia-
Pacific region may have restricted capacities to contribute and participate in
cultural life and may lack access to tangible and intangible cultural heritage;
and that individuals may also face financials and logistical obstacles to travel
within their own countries or to other countries in the Asia-Pacific region;

Welcoming the adoption of the UN General Assembly Resolution 72/6
"Building a peaceful and better world through sport and the Olympic ideal",
recognizing the valuable contribution of sport to the promotion of education,
culture, humanitarian cooperation, solidarity, fairness at the local, regional
and international levels;

Noting that sport shall contribute to the creation of an atmosphere of
tolerance and understanding among peoples and nations and confirming the
fundamental position of the APPF Member States on the inadmissibility of
using sport as an instrument of politics and pressure on individual countries;

Recognizing the cultural rights of Indigenous people and create
opportunities to disseminate indigenous knowledge according to the UN
Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples;

RESOLVES TO:

1. Develop robust national policy and regulatory frameworks that
promote sustainable tourism as well as protect heritage sites and
natural habitats by establishing technical cooperation programs and
sharing best practices;

2. Call upon APPF Member States to invest adequate public funds to

implement policy and regulatory frameworks related to sustainable
tourism;

3. Strengthen partnerships among APPF Member States that identify
heritage sites and natural habitats in the Asia-Pacific region
experiencing destruction or damage due to mass tourism; outline steps
to prevent further destruction or damage to these sites and for their
restoration; ensure cooperation with other international, regional and
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national stakeholders responsible to maintain heritage sites and natural
habitats; establish a network of sustainable tourism destinations in
Asia — Pacific;

. Identify and promote creative means to improve access to information
and communication technologies to a greater number of individuals in
the Asia-Pacific region;

. Develop legal frameworks required to improve access to internet and
information and communication technologies, in particular for
individuals, groups or communities that currently lack such access;

. Strengthen the development of robust national tourism industries by
promoting labour and skills development training programs which
integrate best industry standards;

. Support regional efforts to improve the mobility of visitors and
tourists in the Asia-Pacific region by improving, among other
elements of regional transportation, air connectivity; developing
traveler-friendly airports and smart travelers programs; while taking
into account national security and other national and regional
concerns;

Urge APPF Member States to use information and communication
technologies in order to design innovative youth exchange models that
foster intercultural understanding, improve language skills and
increase exposure to the diversity of cultures and point of view in the
Asia-Pacific region;

10.Reiterate the APPF’s commitments made in the 1997 APPF

Vancouver Declaration to create a “Program on Youth Friendship for
the 21*' Century” in order to promote youth exchanges as well as to
establish a “Comprehensive Joint Research Centre” on culture and
education in the Asia-Pacific Region;
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11.Recognize the cultural rights of Indigenous people and create
opportunities to disseminate indigenous knowledge according to the
UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples;

12.Create or expand cultural exchange programs that allow arts
professionals, groups and organizations to travel to other countries as
‘artists in residence’ and to support exhibits to travel in the Asia-
Pacific region; as well as use information and communication
technologies to promote virtual cultural exchanges and diffusion of
cultural products in the Asia-Pacific region;

13.Urge APPF Member States to identify communities who have
restricted access to culture and to design innovative programs that
increase their exposure to cultural products;

14.Confirm that the sport should be free of politics, and call upon APPF
Member States, in accordance with the Olympic Charter, to resist any
political or commercial use of athletes and abuses in sport;

15.Support the initiative of the Inter-Parliamentary Union to hold the
World Conference on Interfaith and Inter-ethnic Dialogue that may be
organized by the UN with the engagement of state leaders, speakers of
parliaments and leaders of world religions

16.Improve public understanding about safeguarding of cultural and
tourism heritages from theft and illegal export; ensure that tourism
resources are effectively managed and utilized; that museums,
libraries, and national agencies of one state do not possess illegal
cultural assets of another. Encourage voluntary cultural asset
restoration and return of artifacts and manuscripts to countries of
origin.

RESOLUTION ON COMBATING INTERNATIONAL TERRORISM
AND TRANS-BORDER CRIME

(Sponsored by Australia, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, Mexico, Russia)
The 26" Annual Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum;

Recalling and Reaffirming the previous APPF Resolutions on “Political and
Security Matters in Asia Pacific” which was previously held dealing with
terrorism, organised crime and trans-border crimes which involves inter-alia,
human trafficking, drug and arms trafficking, money laundering, kidnapping
and piracy, cyber-crime, corruption and scourge related criminal activities;

Recalling specifically the UNSC Resolution 2320 (2016) that cooperation with
regional and sub-regional organisations in matters relating to the maintenance of
peace and security and consistent with Chapter VIII of the Charter of the UN,
can improve collective security;

Aware that terrorism has taken a new turn and are treated as home-grown
threats (HTF — Home-grown Terrorist Fighters) and tackling them could be
complex due to the fact that perpetrators are often known to the authorities but
not seen as potential terrorist especially those referred to as the FTFs (Foreign
Terrorist Fighters or Returnees) and inspired by Daesh;

Mindful that terrorism and trans-border crime have continuously evolved their
outreach strategies to attract and recruit target audience which broaden their
support base and it is challenging to identify, track and monitor;

Acknowledge on the fact that terrorism and trans-border crime are now largely
organised with network via hierarchical orders and every one order or orders
carried out tantamount to colossal detrimental damage to assets and accountable
death to innocent people;
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Expressing grave concern that organized crime and or trans-border crime
today would involve breach and stealing personal data which are likely to be
used to prolong criminal uses;

Emphasising that combating terrorism and trans-border crime are the ultimate
to safeguard the APPF Member States’ political, social and economic stability
and security from harm brought about by these heinous crime related activities;

Deeply concerned by the rising hate-rhetoric actions such as incitement, hate
speech, xenophobia including [slamophobia, at both areas: the online and off-
line spheres;

Affirming the commitment to the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy
adopted on September 8, 2006 and aiming for its full and all-round
implementation, including in the Asia-Pacific Region.

RESOLVES TO:

1.  Strengthen the border control from being used as haven transit for
terrorist activities and trans-border crime and that all APPF Member
States to work in concerted efforts to deny such haven to criminal
activities and equally deny any support to the criminals from public
members;

2. Call upon the APPF Member States to form a full scope mandate and
working in tandem in ensuring that radical religious and ideological
beliefs from evolving and becoming terrorism threats;

3. Strongly urge the APPF Member States to adopt and synergise a “Whole-
of-Government Approach” through the engagement, communication,
coordination, cooperation, sharing and integration of actions for stronger
legal frameworks and competent relevant enforcement agencies to
continue combating terrorism and all forms of trans-border crime;

4. Call on the APPF Member States to come forth with assessment,
recommendation and measures in curbing trans-border activities and the
assessment of every kind of threats in relation to terrorism and extremism

that well could endanger the internal and the external security of the APPF
nations;

5. Strengthen by the APPF Members States administrative preventive
measures and judicial prosecution on perpetrators and while ensuring that
human rights issues are preserved on FTFs and HTFs;
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Ensure that the APPF Member States work in cohort in denying safe
haven for the perpetrators to qualify for any proceeds from their criminal
activities;

Encourage APPF Member States to share information especially on any
dynamic data base to determine the level of threats from terrorism and
trans-border crime elements and to share on technical exploits by the
police and military operations on perpetrators;

Urge all APPF Member States to integrate and monitor individuals
undermining the stability on peace and security of the APPF nations and
to decide in consensus the best measures to be taken;

Call on the APPF Member States to explore streamlining of legal tools
and processes in handling matters against criminals for greater efficiency;

Call upon the APPF Member States to continue winning the hearts and
minds of the people and to continue to advocate the principle of
Moderation as an important value and a common approach to counter all
forms of extremism and to promote dialogue, mutual respect, tolerance
and understanding;

Urge the APPF Member States to fully understand that perpetrators
deradicalized and criminals going through prison terms are still part of the
society and could be a future human capital and thus rehabilitation should
be focussed on integrated rehabilitation development of skills and
knowledge;

Call upon the APPF Member States to share best practices on technology
platform and information collection and sharing among all stakeholders
(such as government agencies, civil societies, etc.) to further strengthen
regional security;

Encourage the APPF Member States to use approaches and strategy that
involve prudent and diplomatic approach to collaborate with enforcement

agencies through strategy which includes related society members and
perpetrator’s family units;

Also call on Asia Pacific Parliaments to take firm action in denouncing
hate-rhetoric actions as these may serve as the condition conducive to
terrorism;
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Encourage Asia Pacific Parliaments, respectively, to be the centre of
dialogue among people of different faiths, groups, cultures and others,
with a view to find more common ground, fight misconception and
misleading information, promote tolerance and mutual respect and
understanding;

Remind the APPF Member States on the SDGs 16 and the 2030 Agenda
on Sustainable Development for better future of the people and the
nations;

Call upon the APPF Member States to stand resolute and united in
combating terrorism and trans-border crimes;

Confirm that the states play the key role and bear the main responsibility
in combating and preventing terrorism both at the national level and
within the international counter-terrorism cooperation.

The Asia Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF):

Recognizing the urgent need to mobilize stronger and more ambitious
climate action in line with the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change
and inter-related global frameworks, namely, the Sendai Framework for
Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030, the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, and the Paris Agreement;

RESOLUTION ON PEACE ON THE KOREAN PENINSULA

(Sponsored by Japan, Republic of Korea)

The 26™ Annual Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF),

Reconfirming the resolution APPF25/RES.13 titled “Peace on the Korean
Peninsula” adopted at the 25" Annual Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary
Forum in Nandi, Republic of Fiji in January 2017 and other resolutions
regarding the Korean Peninsula discussed at the APPF over the years,

Recognizing provocations and attempts to acquire nuclear capability by
Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK), including but not limited to
the fifth nuclear test on September 9, 2016, the sixth nuclear test on September
3, 2017, and numerous ballistic missile launches, are a grave threat to the peace
and stability of not only the Korean Peninsula and Northeast Asia but also the
world,

Emphasizing the importance of establishing a system of cooperation in the Asia
Pacific region and on an international level to ensure peace and stability of the
Korean Peninsula considering that it is core to achieving peace, stability, and
prosperity of not only this region but the world,

Noting the Joint Statement of the Six Party Talks of September 2005, United
Nations resolutions 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087, 2094, 2270, 2321, 2356, 2371,
2375, and 2397, the resolution titled, “Implementation of the NPT safeguards
agreement between the Agency and the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea”
adopted in September 2016 during the 61% IAEA General Conference.
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Strongly welcoming the submission of national implementation reports by some
90 countries in accordance to resolution 2321 and resolutions 2375 and 2397
that were unanimously adopted on September 12 and December 22, 2017,
respectively, by the United Nations Security Council (UNSC),

Stressing the way to effectively contribute to peace on the Korean Peninsula
and Northeast Asia involves meaningful dialogue between the two Koreas and
between DPRK and the international society as a practical way to contribute to
peace on the Korean Peninsula.

RESOLVES TO:

1.

Reconfirm the importance of a Korean Peninsula free of nuclear
weapons.

. Stipulate the fifth and sixth nuclear tests and numerous ballistic missile

launch by DPRK as grave provocative acts that threaten the stability of
the Korean Peninsula and peace in Northeast Asia and the world, and
denounce these actions in the strongest terms.

. Once again call upon DPRK to observe its responsibilities under the

UNSC resolutions on its nuclear program, Joint Statement of the Six
Party Talks of September 2005, NPT, and the IAEA safeguards agreement,
halt from undertaking further provocations, and abandon all of its nuclear
weapons, including enriched uranium, nuclear programs and ballistic
missile programs in a complete, verifiable, and irreversible manner.

Request the international society to faithfully implement UNSC
resolutions 2270, 2321, 2371, 2375 and 2397 that signify the international
society’s solidarity and firm resolve.

Urge the DPRK to respond in an expeditious and credible manner to the
humanitarian concerns as expressed by the international community.

Confirm the full support of APPF countries in devising a Northeast Asian
multilateral framework on security and cooperation.
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7. Welcome recent inter-Korean and other initiatives focusing on
meaningful dialogue and negotiations with all stakeholders, including
overtures related to sports diplomacy, and encourage parties concerned to
continue the momentum for dialogue to further create enabling conditions
for the peaceful settlement of the nuclear issue of the Korean Peninsula
and other issues.

8. Request the continued attention of the international society to fully
support all efforts to achieve denuclearization and peace on the Korean
Peninsula, including improvement of inter-Korean relations, and devote
active efforts to resolve the Korean Peninsula issue through peaceful
means.

The Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF):

Recalling the Resolutions of the 21%, 22", and 25" APPF Annual Meeting
on food security in the Asia-Pacific region stressing the urgency of food security to
poverty reduction and sustainable development as well as the recommended
actions for APPF member States to ensure the target of food security.

Also recalling the APPF Resolutions at the 25th Annual meeting on poverty
alleviation ensure the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development and recognizing its role in promoting sustainable agriculture.

Acknowledging the APEC 2017 Can Tho Statement on Enhancing Food
Security and Sustainable Agriculture in Response to Climate Change and the Food
Security and Climate Change Multi-Year Action Plan (MYAP) 2018-2020,
endorsed at the APEC High Level Policy Dialogue on Enhancing Food Security
and Sustainable Agriculture in Response to Climate Change on 25 August 2017 in
Viet Nam;

Highlighting the close link between food security, poverty, climate change
and sustainable development and that food security remains a significant issue for
the international community in general and the Asia Pacific region in particular,
given that global food production must rise in volume by at least 60 percent by
2050 to feed the expected world's population of 9.15 billion people.

Reaffirming the commitment to implement the Sustainable Development
Goals with focus on alleviating hunger, achieving food security and improved
nutrition and promoting sustainable agriculture.
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RESOLVES TO:

Request APPF member parliaments urge their Governments to implement
the APEC 2017 priorities on food security as indicated in the Can Tho Statement,
including:

1) Addressing the food security — climate change relationship, focusing on
the need to strengthen efforts to increase individual and collective
capabilities on climate change adaptation and mitigation, consistent with
international commitments, particularly the 2015 Paris Agreement.

2) Sustainable natural resources management, particularly cross-border
water sources, strengthen policy and technical cooperation to improve
governance and efficient use of natural resources while securing long-term
food supply.

3) Sustainable rural-urban development, promoting resilient and inclusive
rural development, including empowering disadvantaged groups,
smallholders and SMEs in agriculture, to secure livelihoods, reduce poverty
and improve food security for farming and fishing communities.

4) Facilitation of investment in agriculture and regional food market,
facilitating trade through enhancing food market integrity and supply chain
connectivity to reduce costs of food trade.

5) Increasing the harmonization of food safety standards and food loss
control, requiring further cooperation, particularly implementation and
transfer of innovative technologies among APPF member States.

Encourage APPF member parliaments to consider climate-smart agriculture
(CSA) as an important approach to increase agricultural! productivity and farmers’
income; strengthen the resilience (adaptation) of ecosystems and livelihoods to
climate change; and reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions;

Call upon APPF members to integrate climate-resilient, water-smart,
energy-efficient, inclusive green growth components into their overall
development strategies, particularly those that encourage investments in a range of
integrated approaches such as landscape including soil carbon capture and storage,
watershed, ecosystem, sustainable oceans management; implement and scale-up
innovative successful programs and best practices that combine sustainable
agriculture, including land-use, forestry, and sustainable fisheries and aquaculture,
and livestock, through local, regional, sub-regional, and national programs and
institutions, as a matter of priority;
