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CONSTITUION OF THE WORLD SCOUT PARLIAMENTARY UNION

Adopted by the Constituent Assembly, 7™ August 1991
Amended by the 7" General Assembly, 6™ November 2013
Amended the 8" General Assembly, 1** September 2016

DEFINITION

Article 1 The World Scout Parliamentary Union (WSPU) is an independent

Association of Parliamentarians, functioning according to Fundamental
Scout Principles expressed in the Constitution of the World Organization of
the Scout Movement (WOSM). S

Article 2 The aim of the WSPU is to establish an international network of

parliamentarians to support, at their level, the various aspects of WOSM
activities, whether nationally or internationally.

MEMBERSHIP

Article 3 WSPU is composed of National Scout Parliamentary Associations
(NSPA) which have been accepted as members by the General Assembly
on the following conditions:

¢)) The NSPA has been properly constituted as a representative body of

Members of the national legislative body, interested in supporting
Scouting; the NSPA shall have the approval of the recognized National
Scout Organization. Each country shall decide for itself the form, name and
administration of its NSPA.

2) Only one NSPA from any country can be recogmzed for membershlp in
WSPU.

3 The NSPA subscribes to the aim of WSPU as set out in article 2.

TASKS

Article 4 The tasks of WSPU are:
(1)  To establish liaison and cooperation between NSPA of all countries.
(2) To encourage the creation of such NSPA in counties where they do not exist.

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(3) To promote friendship amongst individual members of NSPA, throughout the world.

4)  To work closely with the World Organization of the Scout Movement in areas
of mutual benefit, including WOSM's relationships with governmental
organizations.

(5) To help National Scout Organizations in their action to support the
development of Scouting in their own countries.

ORGANIZATION

Article 5 The organs of WSPU are :
(1) the General Assembly
(2) the Executive Committee
(3) the Secretariat

GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Article 6 (1) Members of the General Assembly are the delegations of the NSPA.
(2) The General Assembly meets once every three years or as the Executive
Committee decides.
(3) Observers may attend upon the invitation of the Executive Committee.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Article 7 (1) The Executive Committee consists of 5 to 12 members from different
countries elected by General Assembly and of one additional member
designated by the World Scout Committee. It meets once a year to
implement the decisions of the General Assembly.

(2) Members of the Executive Committee serves between the General Assemblies,
renewable once; except President and Vice-President in order to make
effective transition and keep continuity of the union.

(3) Members of the Executive Committee must be active parliamentarians in-their
respective countries. If they lose their parliamentary seat at home, they can

stay members of the Executive Committee until the end of their WSPU
mandate, but cannot stand for re-election. T

Article 8 (1) The outgoing Executive Committee shall present the incoming Executive
Committee including the President of WSPU and maximum of three Vice-
Presidents from the presented incoming Committee. The General Assembly

(2) The Executive Committees can appoint a Treasurer and the
President can appoint a Secretary General.

(3) The President of WSPU will chair the Executive Comumittee and General
Assembly.

(4) The Executive Committee shall appoint a Secretary and decide on the location of
the Secretariat, of which the Secretary will be responsible.

(5) The Executive Committee may invite any competent person whose presence it
deems useful to participate in one or more of its meetings as a consultant and
without vote. .

(6) The Executive Committee may appoint honorary positions when necessary.

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Atticle 9 In the interval between the meetings of the General Assembly, the Execu

Committee may accept resignations and fill vacancies in its elected members
until the next meeting of the General Assembly.

REGIONAL ORGANIZATION

Article 10 A regional organization may be established by the NSPA's concemed, in agreement with
the Executive Commitee.

OFFICIAL LANGUAGES'

Article 11 The official languages of WSPU are English and French.

Article 12 Only recognized NSPA's may vote and take part in elections.

Each NSPA's has six votes. When attendance is not possible, proxies are allowed.
Any one NSPA may not act as proxy for more than two other NSPAs. In the
Executive Committee each member has one vote. A member may act as proxy for two
other members. Decisions are taken by a simple majority of the Members present or
represented and voting. In the event of a tie, the motion is defeated.

FINANCES

Article 13 Each NSPA contributes by an annual fee, if so dec1ded By the General Assembly.
Then its criteria and amount are fixed by the General Assembly.

Article 14 The Secretary and the Treasurer are responsible for the administration of the budget. They
present their accounts to an auditor nominated by the Executive Committee.

Concept Note on the Theme
“Roles of the Parliament in Supporting Scout Movement towards SDGs Achievement”

Introduction

Following the UN Millennium Summit in 2000, the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs) has been established to address global social challenges such as poverty,
hunger and health in order to improve the well-being of the vulnerable people of the world.
The MDGs generated new and innovative partnerships and showed the immense value of
setting ambitious goals. By putting people and their immediate needs at the forefront, the
MDGs helped lifting more than one billion people out of extreme poverty. Yet inequalities
persist and the progress has been uneven. The world's poor remain overwhelmingly
concentrated in some parts of the world. Progress tends to bypass women and those who are
lowest on the economic ladder or are disadvantaged because of their age, disability, or ethnicity.
Disparities between rural and urban areas remain pronounced.

As the MDGs era comes to a conclusion, the 70" UN General Assembly in 2015
adopted a resolution titled “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development”, which embraces 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Built upon the
success of the MDGs and the goals yet to be fulfilled, the SDGs stimulate favorable actions
towards the people, the planet, prosperity, peace and partnership required to achieve the
agenda by 2030.

In 3 years after the adoption of the SDGs, eradicating poverty in all its forms and
dimensions, including extreme poverty, is still the greatest global challenge and an
indispensable part for sustainable development in all its dimensions. The unprecedented
impacts of climate change disproportionately burden the poorest and most vulnerable. Owing
to the climate factor and other anthropogenic activities, the world continues to lose
biodiversity both on land and under water. Consequently, all stakeholders have to be
engaged in the development process, especially children and youth, because young women
and young men are key agents of change, who must be supported by a culture of innovation,
sustainability and inclusiveness, to enable a better future for themselves and their
communities in a just, equitable, tolerant, open, creative and socially inclusive world.

Whilst the government is usually highlighted when talking about the
implementation of the development agenda, the parliament also carries a lot of wgight. On
the one hand, it is one of the key institutions central to SDG 16 on peace, justice and strong
institutions, especially in promoting of the rule of law. On the other hand, it is the key
enabling institution for the government’s policy to implement all other SDGs. Without its
support, government agencies responsible for each of the SDGs will fail to deliver their plans
as significant government’s policy implementation relies on primary legislation and budgets,
both of which have to be approved by national parliaments.

This is the first WSPU General Assembly to adopt the SDGs as the underlying
theme. Throughout the event, discussions will revolve around possible contributions of past
WSPU activities for future scouting development and possible roles of national parliaments
in supporting scout movement towards the achievement of the SDGs. In line with the
Mission of Scouting, adopted by the 35" World Scout Conference in Durban, South Africa
in 1999, such achievement would result in “a better world where people are self-fulfilled as
individuals and play a constructive role in society”. Particular emphasis of the discussions
will be placed upon the contributions of scouting to SDG 3 on good health and well-being,
SDG 4 on quality education, SDG 13 on climate action, SDG 14 on life below water, SDG
15 on life on land, SDG 16 on peace, justice and strong institutions, and SDG 17 on
partnerships for the goals. )

Objectives
1. To review past WSPU activities and consolidate initiatives for scouting

development in the future

2. To raise awareness of potentiality of the national legislature as one of the key
institutions for the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the
achievement of the SDGs

3. To provide parliamentarians with opportunities to discuss their roles
concerning youth empowerment and the scout movement in response to development
challenges

Topics to be Discussed at the General Assembly

Plenary Session: Review of WSPU Activities for Future Scouting Development

Since the WSPU officially came into existence when the Constituent Assembly
was held in 1991, there have been eight General Assemblies and two milestone documents,
namely the Commitment of Valparaiso and the Manila Declaration. With the aims to support
youth-related legislation and non-formal education, such as scouting, the aforesaid
documents and meetings emphasize the roles of national parliaments and the WSPU to
facilitate scouting and empower young people who are the crucial part for the achievement
of sustainable development. However, many challenges and problems concerning youth
development have occurred whilst solutions have become increasingly challenging.
Therefore, it is time to look back at our past discussions and review outcomes of the
activities at local, national as well as international levels, so as to accumulate lessons learned
by the WSPU and come up with concrete initiatives to gear the youth up for future
challenges through scouting and thus contribute towards SDG achievement.

In this plenary session, a speaker will be invited to give a reflection on WSPU
activities in the past and suggest the directions towards which the organization should be
heading in response to sustainable development. Also, participants will be encouraged to
share their experience and best practices to empower the youth and develop the scout
movement so that young people will be able to face future complex challenges and take the
SDGs forward. It is desirable that the discussion revolve around legislative issues or
instruments to pave the way for the said purposes. Furthermore, it would be ideal if this goal-
oriented discussion could bring about solid policy recommendations for “creating a better
world”, which lies at the heart of the Mission of Scouting. .

Panel Discussion 1: Roles of the Parliament to Ensure Lifelong Learning

Amidst wide-ranging development challenges, people need to be empowered by
essential knowledge and skills. Unequal access to quality education, lack of supportive
learning environment and discrimination in education are among the issues that affect
knowledge accumulation and development of necessary life skills which would arm people
against those challenges. One important step to come up with the said issues is an initiative
taken by UN member states to “ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote
lifelong learning opportunities for all”, which are SDG 4. This is where related roles of the
parliament and scout-oriented parliamentarians need to be discussed.

The parliament is the principal legislative organ of the country in which
representatives of the people assemble to undertake their legislative and check-and-balance
roles. These include allocating and channeling resources for the implementation of the
government’s educational policies towards the achievement of SDG 4. Also, these roles
include the commitments of parliamentarians to voice out people’s concerns and oversee
state administration. In this panel discussion, four panelists will be invited to give their
reflections regarding the issues, and participants will thereafter be encouraged to exchange
experience or best practices of their national legislatures in fulfilling SDG 4 with a particular
focus on the promotion of lifelong learning opportunities and, preferably, strategic priorities
of the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM) on youth engagement and
educational methods grounded in non-formal learning environment.

Panel Discussion 2: Possible Contributions of the WSPU to Achieve SDGs

After commenced in 2015, the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development has
been integrated into policy-making and implementation of the UN member states. Since
achieving as many as 17 goals and 169 targets is not an easy task, it is vital that measures
coping with related socio-economic and environmental issues be pushed forward in a
consistently progressive direction. Therefore, active collaboration among various
stakeholders, supportive roles of parliamentarians and efficient policy implementation by the
government of each country are indispensable for the achievement of the said goals and
targets as stipulated in SDG 17 on partnerships for the goals.

The WSPU, which unites scout-oriented parliamentarians from all over the world,
is also a potential driving force towards the achievement of the SDGs. In accordance with
the Mission of Scouting, adopted at the 35" World Scout Conference, this panel-discussion
will focus on possible contributions of the WSPU to achieve the SDGs, particularly SDG 3
on good health and well-being and SDG 16 on peace, justice and strong institutions. Four
panelists will be invited to give their reflections on the issues, and the floor will thereafter be
open for the participants. It is important that scout-oriented parliamentarians take the issues
involving SDG 3 very seriously because poor health would undermine children’s abilities,
affect their opportunities to enjoy the rights to education and, most importantly, prevent them
from engaging in activities with high social impact, which are part of the WOSM’s strategic
priorities. The discussion may also involve such closely related issues as the aging society
and possible youth contributions to national well-being. Moreover, scout-oriented
parliamentarians will be encouraged to discuss how the WSPU can contribute to the
fulfilment of SDG 16 with an emphasis on continuous governance enhancement and
promotion of diversity and social inclusion through scouting, which is also part of the
WOSM'’s strategic priorities.
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Panel Discussion 3: Scouting and Parliamentary Roles in Synergizing Efforts in Response to
Global Challenges

-

Caused by unbalanced factor-driven economic growth and industrialization,
environmental degradation becomes one of the most serious challenges facing our planet.
Whereas some effects of environmental degradation can be evidenced by deadly natural
disasters in recent years, others appear in the more subtle phenomena, such as a sea level
rise, ocean thermal expansion, ocean acidification, coastal erosion and desertification. Under
the framework of the UN, SDG 13 on climate action, SDG 14 on life below water and SDG
15 on life on land, along with their respective targets, urge significant actions to meet those
challenges. As regards the scout movement, the environmental dimension has leng been
included in the WOSM’s framework. The Scout Centre of Excellence for Nature and
Environment (SCENES), the World Conservation Badge and the World Scout Environment
Programme (WSEP) were initiated to equip scouts around the world with readiness to
dedicate for local and global environment.

International cooperation, be it in the forms of dialogue, partnership, knowledge sharing
or technical assistance, is indispensable for the common solutions of these transboundary
issues. In this panel discussion, four panelists will be invited to give their reflections on the
issues, and the floor will thereafter be given to the participants. The discussion will revolve
around the question how efforts can be synergized to support the youth, in general, and
young volunteers, in particular, through non-formal education so as to empower them against
global environmental challenges. It may also involve scouting and parliamentary roles in
supporting the implementation of relevant international laws, such as the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), the Paris Agreement, the United
Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS), the Convention on International
Trade in Endangered Species of Wildlife Fauna and Flora (CITES) as well as related
agreements thereunder.

1. On behalf of the Executive Board Members ,World Scout Parliamentary Union, the
Organizing Committee, Sub-Committee of the 9" General Assembly, National Scout
Organization of Thailand and Thai Scout Parliamentary Association are all thankful to Your
Excellency, Professor Pornpetch Wichitcholchai, President of the National Legislative Assembly
of Thailand, and honorable delegates for taking your time to attend the 9™ General Assembly
of the World Scout Parliamentary Union (WSPU).

2. The World Scout Parliamentary Union (WSPU) is an independent association
which unites scout-oriented parliamentarians from all over the world and brings them into
closer contact with the world scout movement.

3. The 8" WSPU General Assembly in Stockholm, Sweden in 2016 had decided with
a unanimous vote that Thailand would be the next venue for the 9™ General Assembly and
now the Forum will start today until 14™ of November in Bangkok. Although the venue of
the meeting cannot be held at the new Thai Parliament because of construction, Dusit Thani
Bangkok Hotel is located near the Statue of King Rama 6, the founder of Thai scouting. This
Forum will keep more emphasize on how to sustain the development goal achievement
along with the UN declaration and the late King Bhumibol Adulyadej, Rama the Ninth of
Thailand.

4. The adoption of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in 2015 was aiming to
eradicate poverty, protect our world and bring about peace and prosperity to people,
however, the sustainable development challenges, especially on poverty, climate change
and environment, still remain. Therefore, to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals

(SDGs), it requires effective plans and implementation as well as cooperation at all levels
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among stakeholders in public and private sectors, particularly children and youth who are
the change agents to create a better world for themselves and future generation. -

5. Thailand believes that the WSPU, which unites scout-oriented parliamentarians
from all over the world, can be one of the international significant platforms to share ideas
and means in promoting the youth affairs through scout activities. It is an honor to be the
host of the 2014 WSPU'’s Executive Committee Meeting in Pattaya, and, once again, the 2019
Executive Committee Meeting and the 9" WSPU General Assembly during 12 - 14"
November, 2018 in Bangkok.

6. The theme of the 9™ General Assembly of WSPU is “Roles of the Parliament in
Supporting Scout Movement towards SDGs Achievement”. This is the first time that WSPU
General Assembly adopts SDGs as the underlying theme. Apart from the “Review of WSPU

7. This WSPU meeting focuses on SDGs based on three objectives.

1. To review past WSPU activities and consolidate initiatives for scouting
development in the future;

2. To raise awareness of potentiality of the national legislature as one of the key
institutions for the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and
the achievement of the SDGs;

3. To provide parliamentarians with opportunities to discuss their roles
concerning youth empowerment and the scout movement in response to development

challenges.

8. During the meeting, the topic of SDGs will be discussed mainly on SDG 3 on good
health and well-being, SDG 4 on quality education, SDG 13 on climate action, SDG 14 on life
below water, SDG 15 on life on land, SDG 16 on peace, justice and strong institutions, and
SDG 17 on partnerships for the goals.

9. Moreover, Thailand would like to propose the Bangkok Declaration into the
Forum for consideration and hopes that this declaration produced by the WSPU’s
participants would be the 3" significant outcome document of the WSPU after the 1994

Commitment of Valparaiso in Chile and the 1997 Manila Declaration in Philippines.

Report from Panel Discussion 1

The first panel discussion of the 9" General Assembly focused
on the role of parliaments in ensuring lifelong learning

It was clear that governments around the world recognize the vital role that
Scouting plays in supporting the lifelong education of young people.

DR.DISAKUL KASEMSAWAS

Thailand's government recognizes that Scouting is part of a learner-s life.
It promotes the development of virtues and life skills. It builds good citizens for
society. Governments need Scouting organizations as partners in order to ensure the
non-formal education of young people.

HON.MR. TUANG UNTACHAI

Chairperson of the NLA Committee on Education and Sports
Thailand

Thailand’s Education Fund Project aims to instil values, morals, and ethics in
teenagers, helping them to become generous citizens. The program encourages higher
education It educates youth to respect their country and their faith. It creates knowledge
and understanding of democracy as well.

MR OLIVIER MATHIEU

Chief Executive
Scouts and Guides of France

Today, only 11% of the working age citizens in the EU participate in lifelong
learning. Since 2000, member states have been cooperating in a number of ways to
address this. The Framework for European Cooperation in Education and Training

contains common objectives from early childhood education, to school and vocational
education and higher education and adult learning. The EU has set a common benchmark

to engage 15% of the population in lifelong learning activities. There is a also a

commissioner that provides evidence and policy guidance, and is developing a tool
that has the potential to become a database on what works in education and training.



We are in a fast moving society. In order to keep up, lifelong learning requires
some emphasis on training of adults. The 2016 European «Upskilling Pathways~

initiative is a chance for adults who need to improve their literacy, numeracy and
digital skills to find out what knowledge and skills they possess, and have them
recognized. It also aims to get people back into learning with a tailor-made package

that focuses on the skills they need most. It assists adults in progressing towards a
new qualification.

The EU has already made good progress on reducing early school leaving and
tertiary educational attainment.

In 2004, France formalized a law to support lifelong professional training. There is

now mandatory participation of companies in funding continuous training opportunities
for their employees.

France also has a citizen volunteering credit for young people, an excellent
example of partnership between parliament and non formal education organizations
like Scouting.

Last year, France also passed a law that supports leave for employees who
volunteer. Non-formally acquired skills are also now being recognized- students

involved in non-profits organizations can transform learned skills into post secondary
education credits.

OTHER PERSPECTIVES

There is a need for broader validation of non-formal and informal learning,
with a focus on non-tertiary education skills.

Governments need to formally commit a portion of their budgets to supporting
the development of non-formal education opportunities.

Parliaments can play a critical role in ensuring that Scouting receives the
support necessary to advance informal and non-formal education in our societies.

Report from Panel Discussion 2
Possible Contributions of the WSPU to Achieve SDGs

Panel 2 had a talk on Possible Contribution of the WSPU to Achieve SDGs.

We had 3 panelists sharing their own experiences. One from Thai government
and one from France. They are from different types of Scouting one with School

based and one with community based Scouting but both highlighted that there is a
lot of room for legislatives to support what Scouting is doing toward SDGs. Third

Speaker talked about rather unique Scouting which exist in Thailand called village
Scouting. It is Scouting for elderly who lives around boarder of Thailand. If T explain

what it is it will be too long so I am not going to explain. But again what they are
doing as Scout is contributing towards SDGs.

So what are the possible contributions of WSPU toward SDGs in relation with
Scouting.

* WOSM fundamental principle Duty to God, Duty to self, Duty to Others is
already a right mindset for youth growing up to be a leader of the society. It is

important to support this mindset to contribute to the society which will lead to
implement SDGs.

One of the example is that Duty to others can be read as Duty to environment.

* In order to work towards SDGs, Legislatives should be aware of Balanced
Development Socially, Economically and environmentally. They are the ones who

have to have a whole picture to support Scout working towards SDGs.

* As a member of WSPU or National Scout Parliamentarian, we should try

to work toward making a law to support Scouting which is contributing directly and
indirectly towards SDGs. But at the same time there was an suggestion of supporting

to make laws and policies related to sustainable development. Adapting policy will
help implement SDGs.



* SDGs in not only goals it is everyone's business. There are already many
tools by UN and even by ministries. So make use of all tools to support Scouts
working toward the goals.

* There was also an introduction of Parliamentary Handbook explaining
about Parliament’s Role in Implementing the Sustainable Development Goals
produced jointly by the United Nations Development Programme, the Global
Organization of Parliamentarians Against Corruption and the Islamic Development
Bank. It says that it is designed to be an easy-to-use resource that can help

parliamentarians and parliamentary staff members play an effective role in
implementing the SDGs.



Report from Panel Discussion 3

Scouting and Parliamentary Roles in Synergizing Efforts in Response

to Global Challenges

There were three presentations each one with a different perspective:

national level, regional level and world level, this helped to give a whole
vision on the possible synergies between parliamentary associations and
scouting,

The panelists presented some best practices with two very different

approaches:

National projects s Sufficiency Economy Philosophy SEP from
Thailand) where scouting is joining a collective effort and developing
actions aligned with a big national initiative.

Scout projects (like Ticket to life) supported by governments.

After these presentations some different proposals to maximize the impact
of the parliamentary associations in scouting where suggested, like:

Budget: this is the main demand to the parliamentarians, to warrant

economic support to allow an open to all and quality scouting

Legislation: a friendly legal framework is needed to facilitate scouting

in the countries, so any effort to make laws that could help scouts to
meet their mission is always welcomed

Listening: the role of the parliamentarians should not be only

providing resources, it is asked to them to listen what scouts have to
say and to listen what they need. For that reason periodic meetings
with the National Scout Organization are recommended to establish a
good relation

Scout values: try to think as a scout always when reading or debating

an initiative related to youth, environment, SDGs, or any other topic,
because working with scout values will always have a positive impact
in the result

Bangkok Declaration
on Roles of the Parliament in Supporting Scout Movement towards SDGs Achievement

We, parliamentarians and scout-oriented participants from Canada, France, Kenya, the Republic
of Korea, Libya, Oman, the Philippines, Poland, Sudan, Sweden, Thailand and Tunisia, having
gathered in Bangkok, the Kingdom of Thailand, for the 9" General Assembly of the World
Scout Parliamentary Union ( WSPU) from 13 to 14 November 2018 to discuss roles of the
parliament in supporting scout movement towards the achievement of the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs);

(1) Concerned by numerous and wide-ranging global development challenges which have
impacts on the planet and require international cooperation to address the problems thereon;

(2) Aware that although the said development challenges affect people globally, some of which
are indirectly caused by development policies themselves, there are different contexts in each
region, country or territory; therefore, different development policies and priorities can be further
agreed upon;

(3) Affirming global commitments to the UN resolution titled “ Transforming our world: the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”, which encompasses the 17 SDGs and stimulates
favorable actions towards the people, the planet, prosperity, peace and partnership so as to
tackle the said challenges;

(4) Reaffirming our pledge to the Commitment of Valparaiso, which was adopted as the outcome
document of the 1t WSPU General Assembly in the Republic of Chile in 1994, with an aim to
engage with young people, optimize the use of legislative instruments to promote non- formal
education as well as youth-related legislation and struggle for a more equitable distribution of
resources in favor of young people;

(5) Also reaffirming our commitment to the Manila Declaration, which was adopted as the
outcome document of the 2" WSPU General Assembly in the Republic of the Philippines in
1997, with an emphasis on the importance of scouting as a non-formal educational movement
and its possible contribution to the socialization process of young people;

(6) Realizing that parliamentarians have a great deal of potentiality to push ahead with the
implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the achievement of the
SDGs, owing not only to their representativeness but also to their duties in making laws and
approving the projects of the annual national budgets;

(7) Recognizing that scouting, through its person-centered, community-related and spiritually-
oriented approach, contains great potential to equip young people with readiness to confront
global challenges and contribute to the progress towards many of the SDGs;

(8) Also recognizing that the WSPU, which unites scout-oriented parliamentarians from all
over the world, can undertake a more proactive role to marshal knowledge and efforts of these
parliamentarians along with their respective NSPAs in supporting the scout movement towards
the achievement of the SDGs in their countries;

/Do hereby proclaim...
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Do hereby proclaim as follows:-

1. We appeal to national parliaments and governments for their support on any initiative to
localize, integrate or mainstream the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and SDGs,
into local planning so as to address different developmental priorities and respond to the global
commitments in tandem.

2. We urge closer collaboration between national parliaments and governments, along with
the NSPAs and the National Scout Organizations (NSOs), as an important means to support
the implementation and the follow-up of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, with
a particular emphasis on SDGs 3, 4, 13, 14, 15, 16 and 17.

3. Wealso urge national parliaments to support the implementation and the process to follow up
and review SDG 16 on promoting just, peaceful and inclusive society, as well as support on any
initiatives and works of concerned government agencies through lawmaking and budgeting.

4. We further urge national parliaments and governments as key sectors relevant to SDG 16 to
ensure youth engagement and broad-based participation of stakeholders in the lawmaking,
policymaking, policy implementation and budget processes for youth-related issues.

5. We encourage national parliaments to recognize the importance and support accessibility
of scouting as a form of non-formal education and lifelong learning embedded in SDG 4 to
empower young people.

6. We also encourage national parliaments to make efforts in promoting effective and inclusive
governance for health and well-being or SDG 3, which is mutually reinforcing with all other
SDGs and core to human development, particularly that of the future generations.

7. We further encourage closer collaboration among national parliaments, public and private
sectors and civil society through legislation and all other feasible means, to embrace eco-friendly
mindset in all aspects of activities and projects in accordance with SDGs 13, 14 and 15 to
achieve the environmental sustainability and guarantee the livable planet for the future
generations.

8. We call upon national parliaments to support capacity-building programs for parliamentarians,
parliamentary staff, NSPAs and the general public to appreciate the potential contribution and
revitalize the global partnership of scouting to the achievement of the SDGs as indicated in
SDG 17.

9. We recommend that national parliaments organize and promote awareness-raising campaigns
on the significance of youth engagement, especially through scouting, in the implementation
of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the achievement of the SDGs.

10. We also recommend closer cooperation both among the WSPU members and between the
WSPU and the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM), with an aim to facilitate
the realization of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and inter alia the SDGs
through exchange of knowledge, experience and best practices.

L. The Libyan Delegation proposes amending the introductory paragraph as follows:
We, parliamentarians from the National Scout Parliamentary Associations (NSPAs) of XX

countries/ territories representing the X regions of World Scouting, having gathered in
Bangkok, the Kingdom of Thailand, for the 9" General Assembly of the World Scout
Parliamentary Union (WSPU) from 13 to 14 November 2018 to discuss roles of the parliament
in supporting scout movement towards the achievement of the Sustainable Balanced

Development Goals (SBGs) (BDGs);

Rationale: Some of Libyan experts do not agree with the term of "sustainable development"
and emphasize the right is "balanced development".

1. The Executive Committee, at its sitting on 12 November 2018, comments as follows:
“Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)” is an internationally accepted term, and has been
adopted by the United Nations. Moreover, the term “SDGs” has already been incorporated in
the theme of the 9" WSPU General Assembly and used throughout the event.

(I) Concerned by numerous and wide-ranging global development challenges which have
impacts on the planet and require international cooperation to address the problems thereon;

No amendment has been proposed.
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(2) Aware that although the said development challenges affect people globally, there are
different contexts in each region, country or territory; therefore, different development
policies and priorities can be adopted;

L. The Libyan Delegation proposes amending the 2™ preambular paragraph as follows:
(2) Aware that althousgh-the-said-developmen 3 rmlo olol
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and-priorities-can-be-adopted; the challenges imposed by the development policies adopted
in many countries in the world have serious impacts on the climate and the environment,
and are reflected negatively on all people on the earth and represent a real threat to the
future of all mankind, which requires the consensus between the governments of the
countries concerned to review and update these policies to supports the achievement of
BDGs and preserves and ensures sustainability of wealth, resources, ecology and the
environment.

Rationale:
(i) Some of Libyan experts do not agree with the term of "sustainable development"
and emphasize the right is "balanced development".
(i) Our goal should be the idealist use of the world wealth and resources, and preserve
